The pass
average of white children was
88%.. Aborigines constitute 27%
of the population of the NT. Over
the past 10 years, the
Commonwealth governnient has
provided funds worth $90 miilion

to the NT for teaching Aborigines.~

Approximately 34%
of people, according to the

1997 survey of adult literacy
levels, do noi have the minimum
skills that wouid enabie them to
cope with the increasingly
complex demands of civil life and
employment. ABS found that 17%
of Australians are on the lowest of
five leveis having very poor
literacy skiliis and that a further 27
% at the second level can only
deal with material that is simple,
clearly laid out and deals with a
single source of information. The
OECD’s literacy survey showed
Australia’s SrovscsHonEnRIES
owest level is doubie that of
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drivers whio hiave been blockading
the streets in protest. Exxon Mobil
corp., Chevron Corp and Texaco,
the biggest US petroleum
companies said (26/10/00 The Age)
that third-quarter earmings had
surged to record levels as qil
prices reached nine-year highs.
