The communique says, ""Under the hanner of the
National United Front of Cambodia and the lcadership
ol the Royal Government of National Union of Cambodia,
the Cambodian people and the People's National Liber-
ation Armed TForces have waged in the past more than
three and a half years a heroic struggle for nation.l and
people's liberation. They have scored numerous and
brilliant victories of stratlegic signilicance and con-
tinued without let-up their offensives on all batilefields
in the dry sea=son as in the rainy season, allowing no
respite to the enemy--U. 8. imperialism and its
instrument of ageression in Cambodia. a bhand of
traitors Lon Nol. Sirik Matak, Son Ngoc Thanh,

In Tam, Cheng Heng, and Sosthene Fernandez.

"In the international aspect, the Royal Government
of National Union of Cambodia as the sole legal gov-
ernment has been recognized de jure by over filty
sovereign stales and it rcceives support from many
countries and peoples in the world loving independence,
freedom,peace and justice. If was recognized trium-
phantly as the sole legal government of Cambodia at
the IPourth Summil Conference of Non-aligned Coun-
tries held in Algiers. In the United Nations, sixty-
nine countries in Europe, Asia, Africa and Latin
America defended the just cause of the R, G. N. U, C.
within this international organization. -

"The heroic struggle waged by the Cambodian people
and the P.N. L,A. I, , under the banner of the N, U, I, C
with Iead of State Sandech Norodom Sihanouk as Chair-
man and under the leallership of the R, G. N. U. C, with
Samdech Penn Nouth as Prime Minister and Mr. Khieu
Samphan as Vice Primec Minister, has reached its final
phase which will lead ineluctably and irreversibly to
total victory. Consolidated and enlarged constantly,
the liberated zone alrcady represents over ninety per-
cent of the national territory. Set up on all adminis-
trative levels, people's power now controls over {ive
million and a hall inhabitants.

"Considering this reality, it is decided, with the
agreement of Sumdech Norodom Sihanouk, Ilead of
State and Chairman of the N. U. I'. C. . and Samdech
Penn Nouth. Chairman of the Political Bureau of the
N.U. F.C. Central Committee and Prime Minister of
the R. G. N. U. C. . and with the agreement of the Poli-
tical Bureau of the Political Bureau of the N, U, F. C,
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R.G.N, U.C, MOVES MINISTRIES
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Central Committee and the R. G. N, U. C., to move to
the interior of the national territory of Cambodia, the
Ministries of the R, G. N, U. C. which have to the date
performed their missions abroad. Thus, the
R.G.N.U. C. (with all its ministries) is entirely in-
stalled in Cambodia where it exercises full and entire
authority. "

The communique says in conclusion, '""Confident in
their just cause and their inevitable victory, the Cam-
bodian people, the N, U, F,C,, the R, G. N, U. C., and
the C.P.N.L.A.F, will continue with neither comprom-
ise nor retreat the sacred fight till the complete reali-
zation of the Five Points of the N. U. I, C. contained
in the proclamation ol iead of State and Chairman of -
the N. U, I'. C. Samdech Norodom Sihanouk on March
23. 1970, and solemnly reaffirmed by the National
Congress on July 21, 1973."

165 - MOZAMBIQUE PATRIOTS WIPE OUT 170
ENEMY TROOPS IN TETE PROVINCE

Dar IIs Salaam, Novembers$ (IIsinhya) - Mozambique
patriotic fighters wiped out over 120 Portuguese col-
onial troops in Tele Province during August and Septem
ber this year, uccordn]"; to a war communique issued
here today by the Mozambique Liberation Front.

The patriots destroyed sisteen military vehicles,
blew up one train and wrecked a bridge.

During the period, they attacked enemy posts at
Kalonje. Changwe. Furtuna. Kawili and Maugo, killing
about'thirty enemy soldiers and capiluring many pieces
of weupons. Besides. they laid about thirty ambushes
in seventeen zones in the province, wiping out over
ninety enemy soldicrs.

As usual, he said, Israel {ries to convince world
opinion that Egypt has violated the ceasefire resolution.
This is an obvious effort to justily its steps [or a new
aggression.

This, he said, perfecly conlorms to the Israeli
policy of aggression and expansion.

Referring to the Isrueli violations of the ceaselire
resolution. he told a press conference on November 4
"We cannot sit with our hands tied in face of these
violations, "

Israeli Defence Minister Moshe Dayan, during a
visit to wounded soldiers in a Tel Aviv hospital on
November 4, was ,geported to have declared, "We
must know and recognize that the war has not yet ended. "

167 - CAMBODIAN ARMED FORCES WIPE OUT
178,000 ENEMY TROOPS IN TWELVE MONTHS

Peking. November 8 (IHsinhua) - The patriotic Cam-
hodian people and armed forces wiped out 178,000 en-
emy troops in their successive powertul offensives on
the enemy in the twelve months from November 1972
to the end of October, according to AKI,

During this period, they captured 44,350 pieces of
weapons including cannon of various kinds, 646 sets ©
communication equipment, captured, destroyed or se¢
iously damaged some 1,300 tanks, armoured cars anc
other vehicles, sank, set afire or seriously damaged
771 vessels and war ships. shot down. burned or ser-
iously damaged 292 planes and demolished 1,588 bar-
racks and posts.

3y the end of the rainy season this year, the peopl.
armed [orces had taken many enemy strongholds on th:
strategic communication lines and in the outskirts of
Pnompenh and other cities, thus expanding the liber-
ated zone. The enemy had to entrench himsell in
Pnompenh and other small cities. The People's Arm-
ed Forces closed in on Phnompenh from all sides and
set up strong positions around it. The enemy tried
many times in vain to brealk through the encirclement
The People's Armed Forces now tightly control the
area on the South bank of the Thnot River 7 to 8 kilo-
meters south of Phnompenh.

The People's Armed Forces continually cut all stra-
tegic communication lines, controlling highway 4 and
5. The enemy's transportation line on the Mekong
River was cul olf repeatedly and 50 to 60 percent of
the enemy's convoys were destroyed on the river bhe-
twecn Phnompenh and Saigon,

The Peopie's Liberation Armed I'orces have also
exerted high pressure upon the enemy-controlled pro-
vincial capitals of Kompong Cham, Svay Rieng. Prey
Venyg, Takeo, Kampot, Kompong Thom, Kompong
Speu. Siemreap and Batiambang.

A large number of inhabitants have got rid of the
yoke ol the enemy and crosscd over to the liberated
A total of 240,000 inhabitants werce reported to
have crossed over to the liberated zone in the past 6

zone.
