Hillions of Swiss francs are wasted by the Chinese to maintain
fraeudulent individuals as those in Belgium, in Austria, in
Switzerland, or elsevhere.

The Swede Andersson, Who lives on Chinese money on Swiss
territory hes offices belonging to 8 big Ewiss insurance company,
the GEHEVOISE, if we are not mistaken. !oney having no odor,
this company lets this dangerous and predatory Swede calmly to
follov his adventurous and epportunistic actiwvities, and shuts
its eyes on the various (quite various) activities taking place
on its premises. It is true that the tenant Andersson boasts of
having taken big insurance policies to earn the sympathy of
the powerful company. In any case, it is the Chinese who pay.
Therefore, their nman Fridey hes ne werry. In Belpgium, his
friends purchase cars and apartments out of money destined for
the party. Did they do wrong? After aoll, as things are, vhy
potl All these people, scorning those whe work in their blue
coveralls, live like prosperous bourgeois and display their
gsatisfaction with the workers only when the latter pay their dues.
It ig true that the number of workers vhe trust them could be
counted with the finpers of both hands and that not even all
fingers may be necessaryl

The gpang of morons in Switzerland, headed by Andersson,
operates, with Chinese funds, a small "newspaper"” (sie) printed
on & press given by the Chinese. All the articles are signed
with initials only. There is the v, for exanple, which could
very well stand for ecalf, cowv, puttersnipe, rascal [veau, vache,
voyou, vaurien] ete., or the C which, maybe, stands for idiet,
ass, plg or euckeld Icrltin, eul, cochon, cocu], the initial



CP, vhich may stand for Claire Perier or "cul-cul praline;”
unless we are wrong, the initials may be those of the wife of
Coulen the aristocrat whe signs the artieles written by her
husband . . . Also found are the initials RA, which may nean
adulterous rascals, or real fool or, maybe, Henee Andersson.

It is o question of interpretation! This offset press is also
located on the premises of the insurance company, on the first
fleor. It was placed there to print REVOLUTION, the luxurious
publication paid for, in part, by the Chinese for the benefit
of their friends. This publication having been subsequently
printed, for various reasons, in Paris, Andersson had to Justify
his Jeb. Thus, in order to replace the elegant and expensive,
very expensive, BEVOLUTION, he printed a few delirious Chinese
brochures, which are probably selling as well as the many copiles
of the book found in bookstores, bearing Grippa's signature,
whe falled to find customers for his "Junk." Still, paper
dealers are alwvays available, paying 3 francs per 100 kilogranms
for this type of funny literature. Through one of his myridons
the Swede Andersson got imn touch with the leaders of our party
who, happily, were mistrustful from the beginning. The subject
of King Gustav was already enjoying a certoin repute. . .

He could not mislead everyone as he had some workers, far too
long. He vas mrepering his strike in his lair, in his lodgings
at La Cite. He wanted to play the part of enminence grise in
our party, receiving the nceessary instructions from Grippa

the unmentionable. e would have "used" us, remaining in the
shadovs, he the brave and valiant man. . . . llaving other people
assune all risks, even denouncing them, could be alvays useful
to & certain catepory of ill famed individuals. At the time of
our party conference, in lovember 1963, Andersson and his wife,
a teacher et Nont-cur-Lausanne, daughter of a former or current
EQOURGEOQIS municipal adviser of Lausanne, a professional or

part time political adventuress and a teacher in her spare tine,
remains to be seen, proposed that our party be not called Svwiss
Communit Party but "movenment for the preparation of a Swiss
Communist Party.” We objected to this idea, Justifiably con-
sidering tinat a Trotskylte, an unbalanced person or An adventurer
seeking publiecity or foreign money could take over a title so
dear to us: B8WISS COMIULIST PARTY.

It was Andersson who volunteered to do the first two
covers of our pericdical L'ETINCELLE and cut the stencils. He
thenged the texts, amended the subeription price, set at 6 franecs,
te 3 francs, forecasting difficulties, and decided, oll by
himself, that the first roal should be the publicetion of &
printed nevspaper. . . He was not losing treck, this time, nor
did he lose time. What a pitiful individusll VWhen his acolytes,
guided by him, came to ask us to comxit a serious erime in
connection with the theft of weapons from some arsenals, since



it has to be said and clearly shown whether we were right or
wrong, he categorically refused. ‘e were then called supporters
of the POP, capitulationists, cowards, and harmless people. . .
Yet, had we accepted this erazy offer, we would have not only
conmitted FOR LHOTHING, a seriocus crime but we would have also
heéd our party banned and its menbers put in Jjail. It is
probeble that those were the "goals” of this brilliantHarxist-
Leninist. Then, we had violent meetings at the prenises of
this gentlemen where he offercd us, in writing, Grippe as a
noderator. Lo less! It was then that the break betveen tnis
scoundrel and us teoeok place, a break which was also causcd by
other events, too leng to relate here. To think that the
Andersson couple would consider itself beaten would be to mias-
Judze its need to make money at the expense of hunpry fereiga
workers. We warned them to keep quiet for othervise we would
tell the truth. They refused to understand, and cast asper-
sions against us everywhere. We have been patient. Kow, that
is enough. Ve are denouncing them and we vant to clarify the
public opinion, even if this would displense the Chipese and
other comrades who Jjoyfully swallow all this bBluff. We will
not allov this couple to mct as Jacquot Grippa acted in Belgium,
{i.¢., mislead the Chinese in order to obtain "subsidies" amount-
ing to bundreds of thousands of francs. These individuals, vho
are not even frogs, toke themselves, or would like others to
take them, as beinz as big as oxen. And this, without blinking
an eyel In Belgiun, for exanple, the sheet edited by the
Grippa people is ponpously called La Voix du Peuple (The Voice
of the People). Yet, as was precisely sald by the true

Belgian revolutionaries rallied in the PROCRESSIVE WORKERS®
HOVEMENT, who understocd, inm no time, the politiecal farce of
Grippa and his supporters, this is not a voice of the people
but "& voice whieh is not the people's." This publication is
printed in 6,000 copies, 150 of which are sold!l The balance ,
as the tons of brochures or other printed matter published in
Belgium, or imported from China, goes to the paper dealers or
the public bathreonms.

In Svitzerland, the small group of unbalanced pecple
followvers of the Andersson couple, is less than ten. This
does not prevent those eccentrics and bad jokers from shame-
lessly claiming that there are several hundreds of then . . .
Laturelly, this sounds better, when it is & question of getting
"subsidies!"”

The Chinese conrades and sone of their friends trust
that type individuals. That is their right. However, they
are dealing a serious blov aginet those who had faith in them
and who wvere thelr TRUE FRIEWHDS. ¥Yhea, in froat of us,



the teacher Renee Andersson told her husband that if his Chinese
friends suspected how bad he wes to her they might be less gener-
ous with him, that was enough to meke us susplefous. When this
Trilliant peoliticiaa, daughter of & former bourgeois municlpal
adviser in Lausanne stated that "the cultural attache (sic)

in Bern, Chou Cheng Choung had Just the minimum level of
intellipence required, for once, he was probably net far from
the truth, since ne one is able to understand the sympothy
displayed by this couple of adventurers, unless he is in love
with the beautiful Reamee. This could be poseible, having told
us that Mrs. Andersson was brilliant and dynamie. . .

We would like to ask one guestion to this Swede: what
was the part he played in the arrest, in Lyon, of an abbot, a
few years ago, and why is he banneéd from residing in France.
Ancther question: with what funds did he go, together with
his wife, to Alceria, claining to make an inspection on the
spet, for the FLN?T Did he not go simply for the sake of spend-
ing & beoutiful holidmy with the money taken from Algerian
workers, lulling them with vile lies? A third gquestion: how
i5 the money token as "monthly dues" of 30 francs, paid by
a few Spanish onerchists whose “treasurer" is Henee used? Are
any future holidays to Spein contemplated?

Let us now ask the federal political police a fevw
questions. Is Andersson renderinpg it s fev services to be
allowed to pescefully reside in Switzerland? He himselfl boasts
that he could not be expulsed sinee he is married to a Swisos
and that the lotter should follow him, if expulsed, something
whieh 18 impossible since no S5wiss c¢itizen eanm be expulsedl
Therefore, under the pretense of & marriarge, maybe even arranged
for the purpose, a foreipgner residing in Switzerland could act
as he wishes, split the workers' elass, publish vritings
against the authorities, the army oand various inmstitutions
{leaflets whieh we would support, had their origin been differ-
ent}, and hold, in his premises, meetings wvhere erime is
discussed. Was 1t not after leaving such premises, after a
meeting held one Saturday, that on cnthusiast from this elique
telephoned our comrade Eulliard at 3 A.M. asking him to resign
and telling him thet otherwise he would be killed? Andersson
told ws that the LUTO considered hir as a danserous individual
and that at the beginning of tht year it had expulsed from
Switzerland one of the printers, of French origin, employed by
him, simply because he was employed there. Haturally, it is
probable that Andersson wanted to appear importemt. The fact,
however, resmains: the vorker is expulsed and the boss, the
dangerous sdventurer, is left in peace. WHYT

It does not wish to seoil
or dishonor itaself in dealing with those few pitiful grinning
menkeys who are turning out to be more dangerous to the
Commnunist movement in Switzerland than ell the bourgeois rarties
put together ®ince the latter are, at lecast, known, and everyone
knows what to expect from them.

A few of our nenbers have given a substantial part of
their wages to the party. VWishing to clear the matter up, they
then sugpested, if it could benefit Harxism in Svitzerland,; te
sbandon thelr positions, knowing that they were not infallible.
To do this, they sinmnly asiked to be reimbursed for they did not
vish to give money they had earned throuph hard work, through
the sweat of their browe, to such individuals, if things wvere
to teke that turn. It is elesr thet it i3 less difficult to
receive dollars frem the Chirese than to live modestly on a
workers' pay. These people did not answer, Hovever, all the
cembers who attended our meeting did not wish for our party
leaders to abandon their positions. This mark of trust was
the best possible encouragenent to continue our strugnmle for
truth, for the triumph of Harxism-Leninism in ESwitzerland,
for the establishment, in our dear fatherland, of a socialist
society whiech would establish the dictatorship of the proletar-
iat and absolute social Justice. Thus, the political procurors
a5d piops supported by the republiec of Chine were eliminated
cnce and forever. We hod decided to ignore this trash; they
tried to attack and we had the right to tell the truth, even if
it may be displeasing to soce. We will, in no case, take up
this matter again. Other tasks avait us.

We are always ready to unite with all the revolu-
tionery forces of the country and we will not divide the workers
affiliated with the PST-POP. This would be the opposite of
the role we play. however,; we cell upon all the workers to
unite, to organize by Joining one of the two worthwhile
parties in Switzerland: the Sviss Lebor Party and the GWISS
COMHUNIBT PARTY, whieh, one day, will certalinly unite for the
good of the progressive forces of our country.
