be because those having possession of the offices are told i tones
which they dare not misunderstand that mey must not violate that
right, !

Wea believe thal all that is necessiry in order to have that de-
mand voiced in gompelling tones is to inform the great mass of the
people of the facts. Wi do not believe that a majority even of
those who are not yet awake to the necessity of industrial freedom,
are willing to surrender their political freedom and the rights for
which this countrv has stood since its foundation. :

. \The Socialist cannot be accused of an excess of patriotism. He
has never been charged with hero-worship, and certainly not of
those who form the heroes of the orthodox history,

This does not mean that he is blind to what has been accom-
plished. He sees ¢!y that the preat work of those who achieved

From
the time when the Palutinates settled the colony of T ennsylvania)
to.the time of the “days of 48" and the “days of exception,” a
mighty army of Germans have sought this country v hen their lives
end liberties were tKreatened in the fatherland.

The list is exhaustless, for this is g nation of exiles. 'Each and
all of these have been sheltered against the governments that de-
manded them as victims.

Today a determined effort is being made to abrogate that right
of asylum, and that in favor of a tyranny more barbarous than
almost any of those against which thase generations of refugees have
fought.

This effort is being made on the part of a mere handful of bond-
holders. None otliers are interested in it.

It means that 170ney must be raised
and literature printed and distributed until the full extent of the at-
tack upon human liberty shall be made known to every person who
loves liberty and will work for it

; There is need for action now, There should be mestings in
‘every city in America within the next week These meetings should
adopt firm, determined resolutions demanding that the right of
asylum be meintained inviolate,

If this is done the lives of the men who are threatened will be
saved, and, what is of infinitely more importance, the lives of a mul-
