The butter dealers of the city are
evading the oleomargarine law. right

- When the city government of Chicago is asked to relieve the
starving unemployed the reply is, “No money.” When attention is
called to the fact that ten thousand hungry children are attending
the public schools and a demand is made that these be fed, the same
enswer is offered. .

Meantime the largest share of the annual appropriation goes to
the police department. Over five million dollars is assigned to the
police, A large share of this goes to a few high officiale, and through
them is returned, in part, to the political machine. With this we are
not concerned just at present. ;

“But according to the records of this police department a large
portion of its energies are devoted to catching deserters from 'the
United States army. For this service the officers are paid $60 for
each victim they return to the trade of wholesale murder,

It does not take a shrewd judge of human nature to decide that
when such rich “plums” are offered for a little extra work that a
good portion of the time of the police will be spent in doing the dirty
work of the United States army.

If the money that has been expended in paying the salaries of
officers who are hunting for deserters was saved and the police force
instructed that henceforth they are to devote their energies only to
those purposes for which their salaries are paid, enough woxid be
saved to accomplish some of the things that are now left undone for
lack of money. :

This is not the only point where money could be saved in’con-
nection with the police force. The larger portion of the energy and
funds at the disposal of the police, aside from those spent in further-
ance of private profit, is expendad in the hunting down of criminals
cauged by poverty. If half the money that is spent for the police was
expended for relief of the poor, through furnishing employment to
the unemployed and other effective methods, the remaining half
would easily suffice to pay for what work. would still remain to be
done by the police force. ;

The fact that a man has a hungry child in school is very apt to
lead to a job for the police by making a criminal out of the father.

An unemployed worker generally leads to a busy police force.
