The Fifteenth ward braneh, n.ne of
the fhirty-five main Socialist political
organizations in the city, is, like Social:
int bodies all over the world, composed
of workingmen whose sols purpose is to
educate their fellows slong social and
‘politieal Hines. The members, of whom
thore sre over 2,000 in Chieago, pay
monthly dues .to the organization,
amounting to 25 eents. These dues pay
the rusning expenses of the organifa-
tion,

History of Fifteenth Ward

At the present time the Fifteenth
wasd brauch is ome of the largest apd
best organized in the eoity, haviog a
membership of over 200. Besides or-
gonizing ity own territory, the Fif-
teenth ward branch supervises the work
earried on in  the Bixteenth ward,
which is uuurgnmzrd at the present
time,

In 1900, when  the Fifteenth ward
branch was organized, it consisted of
twenty members, all of them working-
men, bent ‘0n spreading the propaganda
of Socialism 48 effectively as possible.
In the 1904 presidentinl election the
ward polled 1,700 votes; four vears later
Tn 1808 the vote dropped to P80—a de-
erease due to the faet that the vote in
1904 was cast by Demoerats who de:
serted their own ticket because of Park.
er's candidaey.

For many vyears following its organ-
ization the Fifteenth ward branch re.

C. W. Post, the union-hater of Battle Creek, Mich,, sent a tele-
gram to be presented to the United States senate protesting against
the income tax. In this telegram he demanded that any income
. tax that might be enacted should apply to the wages of workingmen
as well as to incomes derived from interest and profit. His argu-
ment for this position was contained in the statement that “every
man must bear his share of tax if he enjoys a share of government
protection.”

It is almost a waste of time to take C. W. Post seriously, but
the phrase he uses is so old and is accepted by so many thoughtless
people that it is worthy of being turned over a few times.

If the principle that government is to be supported by those
whose interests it protects could be generally adopted there would be
little reason for complaint on the part of the workers.

Government exists today, first and foremost, to protect private
property. But the laborer has ho private property in anything but
his labor power, and no government protects that.

' It is not to protect labor that fleets are built, armies maintained
and tariffs levied. Whenever labor is on a strike the powers of gov-
_ernment are used to destroy his “property.”
By all means let taxes be levied in proportion to “protection.” '

than *.ommen fine” made by artificial
heat: " ackers.” “solar,” “rock,” “mill
ing.” “brine,” and “other grades.”

"Packers” salt is that prepared for
the purpose of euring fish, meats, efc.
“Solar” salt ix that made by solar evap.
oration. “Rock” salt fncludes all salt
mined and shipped Wwithout special
preparation.  “Milling™ salt is used in
gold and silver milly,

Under “other grades” nre included
the low grade products used for salting
cattle and for fertilizers, etc. “Brine'
includes ail salt Hauor used in the man.
ufacture of sodu ash, sodiom bicarbon-
ate, sodiuin hydrate (caustic soda), and
other sodlum salts or brine sold with-
out being evaporated to dryness. ;

The table of production by grades

shows a decrease in the quantities of |
