With great expectstions I went
to. thelr central meeting place with the
purpose of tmbibing sotne of that new
knowledge, but I came away disap-
poluted.

Well, this is commendable, but a
great deal.more commendable s the
disparity of their practice with their
preaching. It s also wonderful with
what astounding eonfidence in the pub-
lic ignorance they have (dyertised the
sterflity of that conventian in relation
10 medicine and therapeutic., They ad-
monish the medical practitivner to edu-
cate .the public in preventive medi-
cine, lot us therefore Inguire, what ls
proeventive medicine? - Clearly nothing
more than discerning and. obeying
the laws of nature, the laws of God,
chief of which is cleanliness.

“Cleanliness is Godliness.” Other
laws of no less Importance are modera-
tion and temperance; avoiding excesses,
such. ap over-eating, over-drinking,
over-heating,  overindulgence, . over-
work, ete., Hkewise the other extremes,
underfeeding, ete. . Protection against
cilmatio dangers, avoiding too much or
too little exposure. To observe mor-
allty, sane housing, good dralnage and
sane living. These are all laws of na-
ture, astonishingly simple but which
can not be violated without incurring
the: penalty.

City health officials in par-
ticular should be more insistent on &
clean ¢ity with the view to praventing
the growth of bacteria, rather than to
spend so much energy in this useless|
nuomgt”ln hunting and deatroying
these teria by fumigation. i

the activity of the city health depart-
ment, under the present condition ‘is
most laughable to the observing eve.
They have Inspectors and employes -ga-~
Jore for the purpose-of discovering and
destroying bacteria; they even invade
the sanctity of the home ln their eager.
niess to find the bacilll. ' Whereas an-
other department of the mame city is
just ‘as active in distributing ‘myriads
of thase bacilll for which the health
officlals are looking.

This Is surely laughable, but it is
true, for could you imagine -a more
ridiculous spectacle (one which you ean
witness any day in Chicago) than that
of seeing one set of city oficials at
work disinfecting a quarantined prem-
ises and at the same time another set
of offfcors ‘of the ‘same c¢ity dumpin

refupe, garbage, rubbish, filth and di
in the street and at the very door of
the ‘disinfected premises most likely in+
¢luding the refuse and dirt' which was
coll sted In the rear of the premises
tranaferred to the front of the same,
By thix they spread stink and assort.

Police Inspector McCann’s Conviction

In the convicﬂon of a Chicago police

inspector for grafting on vice, the
Btate's Jttorney may orf may dot have
won his first skirmish in a war upon
otficial ocorruption In Chicago. The
question will probably be determined In
the early future, and we shall continue
to awalt developments with expectation
and patience.

It
would be strange, at any rate, {f under
the conditions that hedge in the police
force of ovcry eity. any policeman could
rise to the high official position of this
convicted one vithoot Javing become
entangled in crooked work.

There seems good feason to belleve,
however, that in su viee with-
in his offcial jetion he has gone
as far w8 the powers above him would
permit, snd that it is this fact more
than any other that has brought him
to book for the erookedness of which
he has been comvicted and Is probably
gullty.

If this is A correct view of the case
of Police Inspector MeCann, the state's
attorney is to be congratulated; but
only in the event of his making the
McCann  case ‘n stepping stone. . He
must follow It up with prosecutions of °
police and 'politieal officials = whose
crookedness is notorious, who are not
only more grossly gulity than MeCann,
but are probably responsible for Mc-
Canv’s guilt, and wh» are shielded by
influences that Het‘un could mot com-
mand,—The Publie.
