MUST BE CUT?

Interstate Commerce Com-
mission Decides, but
Courts Have Final
Say

Washiogton, D. C, April 11.—The
Pullman company has today started
plans to fight the decislon of the inter-
state commerce commisaion, effecting
a reduction of rates on Puilman sleep-
ers.

The company bases its contention
argely on the opinlor of Chalrman Mar-
tin Knapp and Comnynissioner James
Shark Harlan, who did not agree with
the majority of the commission,

The puling of the body makes no pro-
vision for a rise in wages or for the re-
duction of rents in the town of Pull-
man, although the surpluses and the
[dividends of the company have been
found to be exceedingly high.

(*hatrman Knapp frankly states that
he does not belleve the Pullman com-
pany is earning excessive profits, Fur-
ther than this, he declarea that the
advantages given to the Pullman pas-
mengers for the comparatively small
Pullman fee make such a wide dispar-
ity between the service given on the
day eoach that a reduction of the Pull-
‘man rate wil be a discritaination

An enormous difference between an administration
which has been put in power by private iuterests, -and
one which owes all allegiance to thousands of citizens,
ch‘:;:y workers, is there not?
en any of these men violate thelr pledges and prin-
ciples, a majority of the party (the dues-paying Social-
ists) can present their rerignation even before the recall is
made & part of Milwaukee law. But all the conditions of
their associations and obligutions, their education and
standards, forbid disloyalty.

Will the good measures the Bocialists carry out in
Milwaukee be any better than the same programme put
in force by a reform party? some skeptic asks.

Yes, thoy wiil be better. In the first place, although
numberiess reform movements have put men into office,
promising much, the results have been woefully disap-
pointing. v

Again, no reform movement has ever promised frankly
to regard working-class interests as pre-eminemt. But
even though equally desirable measures should be carried
into effect by a nondescript party or reform wave,. it
would have no such far-reaching significance.

Back of working-class victory In Milwaukee there is
indeed an “International Soclalism,” as their opponents
paid--a world movement of disciplined, enlightened, clear-
headed soldlers of the general weal. For such an army
to take an outpost means much, The plan of campaign
is clear before it. The character of its final, world-wide
victory, ‘'when sccured, is well understood.

Here the “little at a time" will be, not sporadie, illusive,
hearterendingly uncertain, but sure so far as may be—
and always in line with a world-wide programme of
political and Social Democracy. Thus telegrams today
tell us of the “Socializt. dictator” {n Milwaukee, Victor
Berger, and the unknowing may say, “So the Boclalists,
too, have their bosses. They are like them all*

But thix “boss’ has no corporation barrel to buttress his
nuthority, If he leads, it 18 only in so far as his knowl-
edgn of principles and the world movement and his prac-
tical sense are recognized as fitting him for wise judg-
ment, Should he attempt to lead into some capitalistic
lamrgnzh, “Boss” Borger would find himself with no fol-
owing,

Soclalist leadership is a fictlon largely. The best mathe-
maticlan may be a “leader” of students, but only so long
as he sees and uses principles better than his followers.
When he tries to be original with the multiplication table
he ceases to lead.

Eoclalists do not scorn “the step at a time" or “pallia-
tives” or “immediate reforms.” They have confidence
in them, however, only as they come through some ex-
presston of working-class solidarity. To understand why
fully would be to master modern sociology and the phil-
osophy and economics of a great movement.

Fortunately, however, the workingman is waking up to
see that If he does not look out for himself and his class
interests no one else will, .

This, after all, Is what all the phllosophy and sclence
come to in the end,

And the "steps at a time,” taken {n this spirit, really
get somewhere—a somewhere on the path leading to the
overthrow of all exploitation.

True, the Soclal Democrats made a2 clean sweep of Mil-
waukee Iast Tuesday. True, they elected thelr candidate
for mayor by a greater plurality than was eyer before
glven to any mayor of Milwaukee. They have a big ma-
jority in the cfty council and the county board, and they
even carried the Fourteenth ward, the great stronghold
of Democracy and the reactionary forces, It was simply
the climax of & twenty years' campaign. = campaign that
never let up, never knew a pause or a break, never
stopped or stayed for any obstacle or any discourage-
ment.

The same kind of literature was used this spring as in
all former campaigns—only more of it. The same army
of willing workers rose before sunrise and distributed it
from house to houye—only this spring the army was
larger. The same general policles and campaign tactics
were foliowed by the Social Democrats as in former years.
But this year the ¢nemy answered with a new vepom
and a new frenzy which showed that they realized that
their power was now beginning to fall

Another most cheering feature of the result is the fact
that the Fourteenth ward went Social Democratic.

This {8 the ward where the Polish Roman Catholie
priests have systematically fought agalnst Soclallsm,
where they have preached in their pulpits agninst the
Social Democratic party and warned their parishioners
not to vote our ticket. But the young Poles have begun
to think and reason and to read the Polish Soclalist
paper, the Naprzod. Thus, while they acknowledge the
priest as authority in religious matters, they have deter-
mined to vote according to their own economic interests
and-—-the Fourteenth ward elected a Soclal Democratic
supervisor! ’

Another incident of the fight (s a good example of the
growing solidarity of the working class in Milwaukee.
On the evening of election day a rumor was afloat that
the street car company was planning to have the power
“give out” on tha West Allls line just at the hour when
the workmen came home from work, As thousands of
workingmen are employed in the outlying factorles
reached by this line, and as they go to work too early to
cast their votes before leaving home, this “giving out”
of the power between five and six o'clock In the cven-
ing would have deprived us of some thousands of votes.
But when ‘this rumor got intc the factories it spread like
wildfire. The word was passed to the men to quit early
before the cars got stalled. The consequence was that
most of the shops were obliged to shut dowu at noon—
all their workmen were gone! If there was a conspiracy
on foot to cheat the men of their votes it was completely
baffied by the united action of the workingmen and the
good organization of the Social Democratic party.

All this gives some idea of how we carried Milwaukee,
But our comrades will want to know what use we are
going to make of the victory, now that we have got it.

Now, the Soclalists of the country, who have flooded
us with so many comradely greetings and congratulations,
must remember one thing.

Milwaukee does not have home rule. Under our charter
it 1s impossible for us to do many things without the con-
sent of the state legislature.

A perusal of our city platform will show that some of
our party pledges are constitutional. These we shall
keep at once, and without fail. ‘Others we promise to
perform “as soon as the laws permit.” TFor these we
must secure the permission of the legislature. And this
will necessitate another strenuous campaign to elect a
Jarger Social Democratic contingent of assemblymen and
state senators. s b

But we have made the entering wedge. From now on

there will be no “can't” in the Soclallst dictlonary.
LI the editor of the Dally Socialist will permit, I should
like in some future lssue to give a few simple rules,
which, if conscientiously followed, will make any city a
second’ Milwaukee.

For we have not had an especially favorable fleld. We
have had po especial opporjunities, no espectal advan-
tages, no exceptional good fortune.

All that we have done has been done by hard work, by
careful study, by long, long patience, by dogged deter-
mination, by the drill and discipline of years.

These are the things that count. Spectacular eilects
may be very thrilling, but they do not bring results.
