Dogs Shown as Proof

To wshow, that his claims -were not
merely in theory, Dr. Lesploasse, be-
| tore an alumni audience of his- unlvers
sity, brought forth several dogs, on each
of which one of the tests had been suc-
cesafully proved. The livers had been
removes and reunited in some of the
| dogs. Legs had been cut off and
grafted to others. The animals had
been generally cut up and reunited
at the surgeon's will. The secret, Dr.
Lespinasse claims, consists of the suc-
cessful reuniting of several arteries.
Heretofore, he declares, surgeons have
been forced to resort to sewing to ob-
tailn the end desired. The stitching
method has been unsuccessful because
{t too often resuited in the formation
of biood clots, the constriction of the
arteries or the enlargement of them.
{ For five years, the surgeon declares, he
has sought to find a substitute for
peedie and thread and nas at last found
it in the magnesium rings. The severed
vessels are joined by these couplers
not unllke the union of a fire hose.
Magnesium is used because it readily
dissolves when the complete union of
the severed artery has taken place.

Next Step to Take

Dr. Lespipasse claims his pext step
will be in the line of grafiing limbs of
other auimals for those lost' He ex-
pressed confidence that he could obtaln
the spme result with human beings as
well as animals and said he felt he was
in a position to use his methods univer-
sally without fear of failure,

“Sinee hitfing upon ‘the expedient of
using the rings,’' sald Dr. Lespinasse,
“I haye not experienced a fallure. At
first T used ome ring, but thix method
did not work well, now.I use two, put-
ting one on each section of the artery.
The rings have elght holes and are
joined by means of ‘threads through
each of the holes. The threads are
later remcved and the umﬂu grow

Hundreds Reported Killed
and Homes Swept Away
by Wind Storm

(United Press Cable)

Lisbon, May 3L-—A terrific
swept over Mozambique, on the ecast
coast of Africa, yesterday, killing hun-
dreds and destroying practically <the
entire city, according to dispatches
published today in the Diario Notlclas.
The detalls recelved are meager, but
all reports agree that the windstorm
was the flercest known on the African
const In many years and that the death
roll will be enormous.

A coastwise steamer cartying 404 na-
tives was caught in the cyclone off
the harbor of Mozambique and over-
turned, drowning sll on doard. A num-
der of small native craft were swamp-
o3 with loss of life, and nearly every
house on the three islands in the har-
bor was demolished

Portuguese City

Mozambdique was formerly the me-
tropolis of the Portuguese possessions in
Africe. Its harbor is world famous.
Three small Islands, on which the city
is built, blocks Its entrance so that
the water ‘within is one. of the safest
refuges from the“storm on the coast,
At the head of the bay on the main-
iand stands the village of Mesuril,
where the Europeans live. It is re-
ported. that the cyclone did jess dam-
age there than at the mouth of the
harbor.

The population of Mozambigue is
about 8,000, of whom about 300 are Eu-
ropeass. The town was substantially
built and one of the most plcturesque
spots In the world.

Oklahoma County Teachers’ Association
to Report on Country Life Clubs

REPORTED TO THE OKLAHOMA

The last five years have placed most
of the homes In the country in close
touch with the world of thought and
free rural delivery Is now distributing
tons of literaturs that is causing &
wave of awakoning throughout the
land. The men *nd women who live in
what are called the rural districts are
beglaning to think for themselves, and
as an indirect result those who stand
at the head of the stats and nation are
beginning to wonder.

The farmer, which term must also in-
clude the renter, the farmer's wife, and
the hired men and wowen of the coun-
try, looks out on a - world made new
for him by the advent of modern in-
dustrialism. He must equip himself
with the expensive tools of modern
farming; must moet the competition of
& vastly increased agricultural srea;
must adfjust himself to the demsands of
new conditions; must sell his product
on & market controlled by his exploiters
and buy from the local agents of closely
organized distribution, and must adapt
his standard of living to the meager
returns, averaging less than $500 per
year, whibh these conditions permit him
for a life of exhausting labor, long
hours, Insufficlent recreation, and, in
many instances, insufficient nutrition.

In sharp contrast with the Independ-
ept life of the farmer of fAfty vears

| ago, whose economic necessities came

almost entirely from his own efforts,
the modern farmer produces for tha
murket and buys from the market. A
Hundred new conditions, ushered in by
the adoption of machine production and
the use of the automatic tool, and as
wall by the development of world wide
transportation systems (and beyoud his
coutrol at present) hedge him about.

He iz the victim of eyery specles of
robbery, from the 40 per cent loan
shark to the 10§ per cent transportation
gompany. His product must be sold as
soon as harvested, to meet the mort-
gage covering it or to obtein the nec-
casaries of e, “

Every change in the weather is a
tragedy for some farmer: every rain
and flood spells loss for some; every
hall destroys some of his comforts
and from year to year the average
farmer lives in a condition of agonizing
suspense, made toleradble only by the
hope of better days to come.

‘The trend of education is vocational
and iodustrial. Yielding to the press-
ure of an environment that is competi-
tive and economic, educators are every-
where adopting those courses that are
supposed to better equip their pupils
for the struggle of life and the curricu-
lum {s beimg overloaded with the so-
called practical subjects, .

How does this affect the farmer and
his boys and giris? 1t Is axiomatic that
the exceptionally equipped mean or
woman with unusoal ability in the spe-
cial phases of agricultural or industrial
pursults will. reap pecuniary reward,
He can be well ignored. It is the ordi-
nary man who must be considered.

First, the farmer finds that his
children, it he has several, cannot find
remunerative employment at bome. It
is no sentiment that sends the farmer's
boy to seok his fortune in the city. He
is looking for a job. The home gannot
pay several men, so the boy, when
grown up, must go. Where can he go?
Not out west to homestead: the home-
ateads' are all taken. It is the smoke
of the factory ohimney that is the mod.
ern “pillar of cloud” to lead the steps
of the country boy as .he secks his
promised land.

Second, the farmer boy, lenving the
farm In search of a job. leaves also the

other man's boy or girl, must secure
the permission of this few, either to get
upon the land as a producer or to
®ain access to the tools of production
a8 & wage earner. This permission can
be obtained only upon the. terms and
conditions fixed by this same few, The
most casual glance at the conditions of
modern soclety reveals the fact that the
farmer, with the wage earner, ls, in
avery truse sense, a° dependent, and
must remalin so unt!l by his own efforts
he effects his emanocipation.

Fifth, the same condition prevalls for
the city worker, who finds his reward
for long and exhausting toll to be poor
food, unhealtkfol homes and uncertain.
ty of employment. His home is also
broken up by the same economic neces-
sity that compels—his- children, when
grown, to compets on the lsbor mar-
ket for the chance to live.

Sixth, the country school teacher can
do little to effect any change. Usually
she is a country girl, forced from her
home by these same conditions. Her
remuneration is small, her tenure of
position is uncertain, and she s made
to know the grinding power of econom-
fc necessity when she tastes the hu-
miliating bitterness of competition with
feliow teachers in thefr} professional
struggle for Ille.

Finally, in view of these and other
things which your committes deem im-
portant, we recommend the following
to your cousideration: "

(1) Any real help from the undesira-
ble conditions that affect the farmer
must come from the farmers them-
selves, Thelr exploiters will never of-
fer Any real rellef. The move must ors
iginate from the farm and not from
the mansion. When the farmer wants
relief he wili get it. Until then he nel-
ther would accept it nor be worthy of
it.

(2) The farmer is victimized by the
same conditions that exploit the wage
earner. The farmer I8 exploited after
he produces the products of the farm;
the wago earner never coutrols the
product of his labor: but the results
are practically the same. Therefore the
farmer must make common cause with
the wage earner if sither desire any ef-
fective relief. .

(3) The problem is one of economics
and its sohition can come only from an
intelligent study of the economic rela-
tions of produkers and consumers and
the Industrial relations of modern so-
clety.

That there are Individual exceptions
to the conditions as stated above, all
are aware. There are many farmers
who are at the same time producers
and landlords woa ceditalists; dut the
statements above apply to a very large
per cent of the farmers, the tillers of
the soll, which term includes the renter,
the women of the*farm and the almost
forgotten hired man and hired girl.
