livers it to the consumer. The trip, you see, from the

producer to the consumer I8 quite long and very ex-
penxive, In consequence It costs a great deal more to
hand ap article to the user, than it does to make it.
This long, costly trip therefore is responsible for high
prices of tha following examples show:

Cotain farmers . pear Plymouth, Ind, raised eucum-
hers.. They plowed the ground and harrowed it, made
the beds aud plunted the seeds therein, pulled the weeds,
boed, tended and cultivated the vines, fought the pests,
harvested the erop and hauled- it to the pickling tanks
of a well known firm.
