Just how Asis is preparing itwelf
to drive the white traders from its marts is graphically

“deseribed by an Oriental writer in the Indisn Review
{Madras). To quote:

‘‘In one respect, the Orient really is menseing the
West, and so esrnest amd open-minded is Asia that no
pretense or apol whatever is made about it, nor is any
effort put forth to hide it from the Oceidental. The East-
erner has thrown down the industrial gauntlot, and from
uow on Asia is destined to witness a progressively intense
trade warfare, the Oecidental serambling to retain his hold
on the markets of the East and the Oriental endeavoritg
to beat him in a battle in which heretofore he has been
an easy vietor, ™ ;

The programs of Japan, India and China are sketched
by this bola rropbet. who thus foretells the future rela.

On the other hand, China itself is desirous of exploiting
its own markets instead of heing exploited by the sub-
Jjeets of the mikado, or by the Indians.*’

battle with Europe and Ameriea:

‘*Whila Europe and Ameriea are ahead of Asia in the
industrial race, inasmuch as they have made seience the
handmaid of industry, the chenpness of labor in the
Orient is a factor that must be reckonel with.  Further
more, home industries protected by high tariffs and sub-
sidized by the government—hoth these policies are more
and more eoming into prominence in Asin—ean well af-
ford to competeswith American and European imports,
The latter are at a further disadvantage sinee they must
pay more freightage, insurmnce, and other vicarious
eharges, than the Asiaties who seek to eontrol the Orien-
fal markets. ]
