Por a decade or more, pre-
eoding hor death, she lived as a parasite on the charit
ably-disposed and supported herself by devices of un-
usasl ingennity, working on the religious prejudices of
the zealoys und ** Khylng both ends agaivst the middle.*’

As enrly as 1880 ghe asked help at a cofivent, on the
grousil that she was secoring converts from Protestant-
11 vo the Romau Catholie fxith. At that time she took
with her a wan, apparently & German, for whom sho
tried to get assistance. This iz the first recorded instance
of ber practicing the wiles which later she developed into
a regulsr profession—that of acting as an sgent for her
unfortunate dequaintances.

A few years later she was found among the Italiaus,
proselytizing in another HAirection. ' At that time she
wiote fo n certpin Protestant clergyman: ‘T wish God
would heip me to raise an Italian chapel in Easterr New
York of the Episeopal faith,'' A religious chamelion,
indeed! .

Most of the time from 1903 until she died, she lived
among the Italidns, making herself acquéinted with the
workings of many vhnritnf)lc institutions, and advising
her ¢lients where to apply for aid. If her customers sue:
ceeded in getling it, she took a fee. Ier specialty was
placing 'vut children, For a consideration of $10 or $15
nriem’. she had children ndmitted to institutions. She
also had them released for $10.

Severnl letters addressed by hér to the ‘‘Burean of
Dependent  Children,*" showed that she used ‘her wits
against her enemics quite as vigorously as in behall of
her friends. These letters prove that she succeeded in
placing out numbers of ehildren amply able to be cared

THE ORPHAN GRAFT.

Orphans are @ splendid asset to the worker. A cer-
tain man who for vears bss made & specialty in and
sround Boston of working the han graft, bas told
me a highly amusing story of the details of this game —
n story too long for incorporation here. ks outlines,
however, may be worth noting. Homes, institutes and
aid wocieties for orphuns ‘dot the entire map. At such
places, children are usually placed out with well-disposed
families, four or five weeks after having been taken to
the “‘Home.'’ But sueh e¢hildren as have good singing
voices are retained almost indefinitely, becsuse they are
unefulki;x raising money at bazaar churches, fairs ‘and
tle like. h

In  conueetion with the orphan ft there exist in
many American cities ‘‘Charitable Investigating Bu-
reaus,”’ whieh (s0 my informor says) constitute one of
the worst possible forts of swindling. The agent of one
of these bureaus goes to a man of mesns in'the com-
wmunity, for example, and asks for his subscription to the
buresu, whick then guarantees to insure him agsinst
fraud in his donstions. The vietim pars $25 or $50, and
thereafter flatters himself that be is immune from®char-
ity faking. when, as a matter of faot, he has purchased
nothing but the positive certainty of being systematie-
slly bamboozled. i

The agent of the bugeau calls on him later, fnterviews'
him rogarding his ideas’ about charity, ‘finds out how
much he intends to spend during the coming year, and in
general discovers his-prejudices, his hobbies, his inten-
Then, with this information at hand, the agent
sends word round to the various charity organizations,
bogus or real, and inquires whether oo na they want to
¢ngage a collector.

If the adswer be favorable, the recaleitrant society
in a¢ once blacklisted, slandered,” or omitted from favor-
able mention, and thus cut off from the source of revenue.
Very few charitable bodies fail to come to terms under
such  blighting  trestment.  The philanthropist often
makes all payvments through the agent of the hurean,
who remits the money to the individual charities for
whieh it is intended. These sign a receipt, and refund
a large commission, usually, 50 per cent, to the agent.
