If there should be-a fature life, and I could only
meet ope man there, and had my choice, great as would be my desire to wee
the immortel Marx and the glorious Darwin, I believe my choics would fail on
Huxley. 1 bave little in common with tho views of Catholic ’rvlatﬂ, but I
esn froely indorse the opinion of the one who said recently. *‘I axley has left
his mark on this age.'’

In his usual brilliant ¢ yle my friend, Professor J. Howard Moore, on page

thioves to bs run down were unlon
mechantcs.
Mayor E. T. Knotts, the adla man
whn has heen at the head of affairs
since Gary consisted of a postoffice and
8 store, has repeatedly stated that he
favored fair play for the worklog men
who bullt the elty.

Dissrm *‘Sluggers'’

Mayor Knotts, as soon ns he found
weapons were belng carrled, promptly
®ave ordara to disarm every person. He
oollected quite a lot of souvenirs.
Then the contractors’ “trust” associn-
#Hon found there were horse thleves in
Gary and that thetr men neadd to carry
firearms. But the workingmen's admin-
{stration found otherwise and a great
deal of trouble was avolded by thelr
actlon.
The papers of Gary are one and all
for the hig Interests. The Gary Bren-
ing Post, which also does not refuse to
accept the advertising of independent
contractors, SAYS:

Small Employers Praised
~The increased buying abllity of the
people Is due partially to the fact that
many old employes, who have been out
on strike for months, have been given
employment agadn.'’”
