The rail-
roads and mine owners are holding up
the people, and they point out that
it is the miners who are the real des-
peradoss.* :

Walker's address followed the address
of welcome, which was delivered Ly
Governor Deneen, who presented rosy
prospects for the passage by the legis-
lature of legisiation beneficial to the
miners.

In his anopal report, presentsd this
afternoon, Secretary-Treasurer Duneasn
McDonald hammered the courts, refer
ring to the judges as “‘the pliant tools
of the capitalist clasw.”

He denouunced members of the leg-
islature who, he said, pose as friends
of labor and at the same time ride on
railroad passes and accept franks from
express and telegraph companies.

McDonald sald the State Federation
of Labor did practically nothing to as-
sist the miners in the recent strike ex-
cept to relleve them from paying the
per capita tax.

Joseph Warren, a young doctor of Boston, died gloriously in
the American ranks at the“ganle of Bunker Hill, fighting for the
damental. principles for which Fred D. Warren is fighting

Joseph Warren had several kinds of courage, one variety of \\‘_
which was splendidly exhilited when he delivered the addre: at the ©
iversary celebration of the wton massacre. The meeting was

held in the Old South Churck, i . Boston, on March 6, 1775.

The body of the chuch was filled with British soldiers and
officers who had come there ‘with the detérmination to provoke a
row and have anotiier massacre. 2

Young Warren, who was fully aware of the danger of the situ-
ation but who possessed the spirit of the true soap-boxer, knew not
the meaning of the word fear.

The oration which he delivered, happily preserved for us, was
in every paragraph, a dignified but unfiinching defiance of despot-
ism,

L

The most interesting thing about the young doctor’s address,
which appeals to us, however, is the fact that thus early in the his-
tory of our country he should have gotten on to recognizable Social-
i1st ground. He said:

+BUT, AS HAS BEEN BEFORE OBSERVED, EVERY
MAN HAS A RIGHT TO PERSONAL FREEDOM, CONSE-
QUENTLY A RIGHT TO ENJOY WHAT IS ACQUIRED BY
HIS OWN LABOR."” .

This expression of the right of a man to the product of his labor
is today the central postulate of §Socialism. And today, after one
hundred and thirty years of Amarican history, still requires to be
discussed!

{ The British government, after an exhanstive investigation covering five
‘yosu. has found that over 2,000,000 men, women and children in England and
| Wales cost the government 45 cents a week in public charity for each person,
yot, the results of this munificent generosity did not bring about any

The Socialist papers of Europe, instead of regard g
Kotoku and his comrades as extremists, treat him a. a
sort of milk-nnd<water Socinlist, who would never be
even noticed by the police fn ouy jand but Japau. The
judges, not the prisoners, wzie blodthirsty, we are told,
aud the trial and executior of the supposed “couspirators™
showed the old Japanese feudalism wreaking its cruel will
on apybody bruve enough to criticise it.

The German Socialists are anythirg hut vieleat, They
belisve firinly in reform by legislation ruther than by riot,
apd condemn the outbreaks of tha French radicals. Yet
thelr organ, the Vorwaerts (Berlin), sympathizes thor-
oughly with Kotoku and hig comrades. Tne “bloody «wer-
diet” of his Judges, we are told, was 2 crime. “Why was
this barbarous sentence given?" asks this writer, None
knows. hecause the evidence was not made public, and we
road:

“Nothing definite has reached the public war, | No man,
excepting these who awere condemned, knowe what por-
tion of the information published about the proscoution
and the conduct of the trial, was mere fiction; Official
information concerning such detsils has unct transpired.
Even when official communications were given out it is a
thousand to oue that the police and servile justices in the
service of heaven's son, the mikado, are 4o more to be
believed than those in th employ of Russia's ‘Little
Father'! An independent press, in the western sense of
the tertn, did not exist in Japan. Sheuld an editor utter
an fadepeudent opinion reflecting upon the ruling clique,
it would be the last time that newspaper of his jssued
from the press.”

Thae idea that Kotoku and his comrades are Socialists
and snarchists, aid further “con#pired against the life
af the gon of high heaven is in the highest degree improb-

Besldex this, nothipg. says Verwaerts, can be more
moderate than the views and alms of the Sociai Demo-
crats of Japan.

“The few Social Democrats who are to be found iu the
Island Kiugdom arve n very moderate and barmless poojpie,
far 100 rational to compit the acts charged 10 them {o the
indicfmegr.”

Their inherent and' igeradicable reverencs for their
sovoereign proves this, and the writer uses that national
tralt as an argument’ for thelr exculpation:

“Even if In the frenzy of political exclitement they con-
templated a conspiracy agajust the head aof the state, and
it is not made clear that they evor did, yet the mowtrchis-
tic_sentimont with which they are so deep!y inoculated
cotld vot il to hold them back. This s true even of the
peopie whom these in authority call unarchists, te can
hold a convarsation for hours with the mokt radieal of the

Jupanese, and Dhear them unfold their views and thelr

splans, and yet He foreed to the conclusion that their minds

are as far as possible removed from any intention of trea-
soninble conspiracy.”

In Japan “the little hrown man” retaine from feuda'
times “his reverence for the mikado, his god.” Hig school,
his teachers. his books, impress upon hlin, under the direc-
tion of the “ruling caste,” the “supremany of the divine
emperor, the ‘son of heaven:' " “The thoughts and words
of the so-called Soclalists and anrchists in Japan have no
bent toward opposition to monarchy or hostility to the
mikada “Much less would they contemplate an attack
on thn life of that sovereign.”

The writer thinks the authorities have made a blunder:

“The Japanese government have done everything in

* this affair to forfeit the sympathy and regard of right-

thinking men. They haye reveled in long and bloody nias-
=acres, in the lnrngmun"nmvrmion of liberty and speech
in- their own Inand, and -in the misapplication of every

-~ poxer of the law, In their confliet with thel unarmed

victimis. It is high time that the world which is really
civilized grasp the full meaniug of what has taken place
in the ‘Land of the Rising Sun' and that all sham veneer
be stripped from the feudal dummies of the mikado's
government. Then would that government be revealod to
the eyes of the world as a Dbloodthirsty and infamous
Asiatic monster.”

‘The Freneh Socialist paper, the Humanite (Paris), char-
acterizes the Kotoku affair in almost parallel ter:ns, and
speaks as follows:

“It i& lwpossibie to find words sufficiently withering to
stigmatize the horrible maseacre which has taken place
at Tokyo and will cover with eternal opprobium the
abominable governmeut which ordered it. Pretending to
be altogether taken up with the glory of their nation, the
Japauese stand disgraced and reduced to the ranks of a
burbarous Asiatic horde. * * * *

“The ‘Sen of the Sun’ had better take care! We do,
not live in times when the blowod of sacrificed victims can
be oftered fn halocausts to the divinties of heaven and
earth for the glory of supernatural sovereigos. The divine
character of the mikado's person is recognizcd mercly as
an officia! myth cven by the dullest and most barkward of
the Japanes, ™

The motives which led to Kotoku's condemuation are
plausibly explained by a Japauese student in Bruyssels
quoted In au editoria! by the extreme radical paper Pais
(Madid). Dr. Kotoku was opposed to the Russo-Japanese
war, during the progress of wihich, we are told, a Bocinl-
ist party was formed among “the workmen and the jiberal
enlightened clugses of the bourgeoisic.” It was these peo-
ple wio raised the disturbance over tne treity of Parts-
mouth, which yilded to Japan wmuch glory, but little real
advantage, The Socialists were left in peace under the
liberal regime of Sulonji. “But as soon as the reaction-
ary party of Komura comes into power the spirit of re-
pression is eruelly exercised, the government persecutes -
the Soclalist party, and shows an inclination to put to
death all its leaders.” This statement the Pals takes as
suficiently accounting for the action agajpst Kowku.—
The Literary Digest.
