The total deposits in savings banks alone in the United States
amount to about four billion dollars. Most of this belongs to work-
i le. :

o 'i";?m in business and the capitalist invests his money where
it will bring higher interest than a savings bank pays.

The temptation is strong for the workingman to follow the lead

_of the business man in this particular.

And his feeling in a measure is justified.

The savings bank pays only low interest; in muny instances is
not any too safe, and the money intrusted to it is largely used to
help big business in exploiting the workers.

But what is the workingman to do?

There is no question but that under normal conditions the aver-

“age workingman could do no better than, first of all, use his savings
to procure himself a home. ;

There is no investment, generally speaking, out of which a
workingman, acting prudently, can get such large and full returns
as from a good home with a patch of land for garden truck and
chickens.

It pays in health and contentment even more than in saving of
rent,

But the very acquisition of a home under capitalism has become
dangerous for many workers.

Employment in many cases is uncertain, and the investment in
& home will mean a loss when loss of employment compels removal.

Again, by the same token, ownership of a home in a measure
means dependence on local employment, and local employers are apt
to take advantage of such dependence.

So well is this understood among employers that in many cases,

especially where there is only one factory at a place, employers
aid their employes in acquiring ownership of homes for the very
purpose of making it difficult for them to leave their employment.
