“The Soclal Evil and Its Remedy."” by
Dr. J. H. Greer and published by Chas.
Kerr & Co., Is a short but compiete
history of the social evil, its causs and
the remedy.

Whlie
poverty 18 crowding women down (o
ruin, charity ¢an do very little to check
the ourrent.”

The chronic annual deficit in the postoffice department has given
‘  way to a surplus of a million dollars.
y'll‘l'Ah: gur?nfying result has been secured by the application of
efficiency methods and the profitable extension of postal service.

Postmaster General Hitchcock is to be commended—at least for
the result if not altogether for the methods by which it was obtained.

President Taft now inti.nates that he will recommend penny
Jetter rates. He may think this good politics, but it is not.

Before letter postage is reduced let the wages of postal employes
be increased and their hours of labor reduced. These men are over-
worited and underpaid. 7 _

Uncle Sam set a good example. Stop playing into the hands
of businesg interests and take care of the people who perform
useful service. i

~ Another suggestion: Stop paying the railroads exorbitant rates
‘for carrying the mails. Why should the government pay more for a
given amount of service than’ the express companies pay? Why
should it pay more than private corporations pay? It is through the
“undue influence” that the railroad companies bring to bear upon
government officials that they are permitted to literally rob the
people on mail contracts. Cut out this graft, and the postal depart-
ment will show a large surplus every year.

The rates charged for transmitting money should be reduced

half by the authorities. ;
7 ’I‘h!lb}\'nouldp::c:ie the department a large and. very profitable
business, besides giving the poorer classes cheaper service. -

Of course, the bankers and the express companies object, and
so far have prevented the government from giving the people decent
service at cost on this line,

The postoffice is a great institution. In spite of the graft and

- favoritism due to the influence of capitalistic interests it gives the
people better service and- at a much lower price than any private

. corporation could or would give. It is one of the few Socialistic in-
stitutions in existence, and we are all proud of it.

Workingmen’s Homes
The proposal to have the govirnment issue $500,000,000 in cur-
tency to be loaned to bona fide workmen in sums not to exceed
$2,500 for the purpose of building homes, the government to hold
land and improvements for security, for repayment of loan in
monthly payments in nts equal to & moderate rent, is attract-
‘ing considerable attention. A number of labor unions have in-
dorsed the plan. .

The idea is one of the “practical” schemes of the Socialists. It

‘has already been incorporated into a law in South Australia.
* Soclalist Milwaukee has taken steps toward putting it into
‘effect, and, if the capitalistic courts and laws do not stop the plan,
that city will soon fumish-workingmen with homes at cost and on

payments.

Some of the capitalist papers are favoring the plan. They are
beginning t6 realize that something must be done to étop the ad-
" vance of Socialism, and hope to lull the workingmen to sleep by

promises. '

To make the plan effective, the currency issued for the purpose
by the national government must be full legal tender. It must not
be based upon interest-bearing bonds, but must go directly and with-
out interest to the people.

The effect would be the lowering of interest rates and of house
rents. It would stimulate building of homes and create a demand
‘for lmbor, thus making the times better. >

Were the matter to stop there the benefits would soon disup-

. However, the working class, seeing that homes could be
built collectively, would demand that factories and mills be operated
for their benefit, and would thus lead toward a complete socializa-
tion of the production and distribution of wealth.

Oil and Tobac\co Trusts

The Supreme Court gives the tobacco trust, as it did the Stand-
ard Oil, six months within which to reorganize its business in con-
formity with the law.

Practically this means a legal victory for the big interests, The
Sherman anti-trust law is being construed in favor of “reasonable”
cvombinations. The courts are now engaged in formulating the
rules which are to be observed by capitalists in forming trusts.

The class that now owns the great bulk of the wealth of the
nation will eontinue to absorb, by rent, interest and profit, a large
percentage of the wealth created by the laboring class. Their
wealth will continually increase and will more and more completely

" dominate the economic and pol’‘ical affairs of the nation.

The first thing to do is for the loeal
to appoint a committee to find out: (1)
the number of regular employes en-
gaged by the various departments, (2)
the occupations of those employed
along with their wage scales and hours
of labor, and (3) what“wmployes have,
and what employes have not, holidays
At present, and (4) the length of these
holidays and thelr arrangement.

Especial attention should be paid to
the claims of street cleaners, firemen,
policemen, city Jlaborers and the
humbler classes of civil service em-
ployes,

Having gotten "all necessary infor-
mation, the next thing to do is to frame
A resolution setting forth the demands
ot the local in regard therefo.

Copies of the resolution should be
malled to the mayor, the board of con-
trol, the bosrd of aldermen, the board
of school trustees, the board of police
commissioners, the board of public
health and all other administrative
bodles that have a voice in the magter.

Coples ofthe resolution should also
be sent to the local papers, to the labor
unions and to the varfous nssoclations
directly concerued.

Then, later on, a Soclaligt party dele-

gation should gppear before the muni-
cipal council to press forward the de-
mands contained in the resolution.

Some comrades object to lobbying,
but if lobbying will help to secure the
passage of a measure. and If ¢ wiil
bring the Socialist party into promin-
ence, I do not see why it should not be
resorted to.

Even though the Republican or Dem-
ocratic edministration accedes to our
demands, a thing that will not happen
very often, the Socinlist party will get
the ecredit for having conducted the
agitation. Contrarywise, the Socialist
party can make political cupital out of
the demonstrated Indifference of the
old parties to working-class interests.
The object lesson will not-be lost upon
the workers, especially those who wonld
have been benefited.

Then a apecial leaflet should be pre-
parad on the subject for house-to-house
distribution, and a spacial effort made
to place coples of this leaflet in the
hands of all municipal employes.

Dead Men, Naked

Babies and Pesce

For twenty-five years there has been
a man hurt in the Pennsylvania coail
mines oftener than every two hours
on an average. This has gone on day
and night, twenty-four hours a day,
Sundays and holidays.

In the leaflets aud speseches dealing
with this mattér mention should be
made of the fact that the Socialist
party demands the sama things for all
employes of the national and state
governments that it does for municipal
omployes. and that the SBoclalist party,
when in power, will' see to. it that the
government is in every way a model
employer,

The question will be asked why gov-
ernmental employes should be favored
over the employes of private corpora-
tlons. The answer that we do not re-
gard governmental employes as more
deserving of coosideration than- the
employes of private companies, that we
want ail the workers to enjoy this and
every other feature of our program,
but that it is not immediately practical
to enforce this measure in privately
owned Industries, whereas there is not
the slightest impediment to Its applica-
ton in the government service, exocept,
of course, the capitalist character of
the government itself,

To secure the interest of the workers
in geperal it can be pointed out that
the adoptien of this measure in the
government service will not ba with.
out its influence upon private employ-
ers, for the practice that obtalns in one
Industry frequently extends itself to
other industries.

An effective argument for collective
ownership is contained in this proposi-
tion, an argument, too, that will sppeal
mightily to the workiung class mind, ba-
cause If the government controls the
Industries and {f the workers control
the government, then the workers
themselves will be able to determine
the conditions of their employment.
Hence the importance to them (1) of
setting up a working-class ndmivistra-
tion by rallying to the support of the
Soclalist party and (2) of always vot-
ing for public ownership.

The time to start this agitation Is
now. Timely propaganda of this kind
wins newspaper publicity, Comrades
would do well to clip this article an®
briog the matter up at the next busi-
ness moeting of the local. °
