Tuesday been issued containing the call
for $1,000, when Business Manager
Stangland was called on the phone by
the official of & labor union.

This official esid that they had just
received tue day's issue of the Daily
Boeinlist and that they had read ‘‘the
call.”’ There were four men in the of-
fico and they bad each decided to con-
tribute $5. This they did, and when
the matter came before the union that
ovening (Tuesday) it was deuded to
contribute $100 to ‘‘The Daily.”’

“‘It would be a calamity to have the
Daily Bocialist suspend,’” was the sen-
timent expressed by the presidents of
two big labor unions. ‘‘It is the great-
est fighting force that we have snd we
must keep it going.

Must Not Suspend

‘‘It is the only daily newwpaper in
Chicago that labor can expeet anyt*ing
from. It would be the biggest kina of
a loss to have it suspend. This must
not happen.’

Anotber incident showed the spirit
that is building the Soecialist and the
labor movement in this country.

Tuesday o\emna, when the first total
was made apd it was shown that only a
little more than $400 had been raised
and that the 1,000 mark was still a
great way off, a woman-comrade came

I confess that my own obeervations
in many countries have driven me to &
different conclusion. In my judgment
the existence of a monarchical form of
government continues to be & material
barrier to progress and liberty.

Sometimes the evil influence {s very
subtle and travels by remote and ob-
scure paths, but it s always at work.

Monarchs always support and bul-
wark the caste system of which they
are the topmost produci. A monrachy
is the highest expression of casto. Wher-
ever there is a monarchy soclety is ar-
ranged in gradutions with fron bounda-
ries npt o be scaled
