This was
shown by the sbove answer which he
gave a reporter while he was here
trying to learn statements made re-
garding certain alleged missing ballots
in the las: election of officers and in
which he was succeeded by John R.
White.

Lewis declared, ever, that he was
not strenuously op to the initia-
tive and referendum, in fact belleved
that they should be extended, dbut the
recall, never, .

“In a way,” added Lewls, "“we have
the recall now. It is part of our pres-
ent form of government and 1 believe
it 1s sufficiently developed for our
present needs.”’

Lewis was usked whether it is true
that Socialism is galning headway
among the union miners,

“In. some quarters it is,” he sald.
“Wherever there are serious breaches
between the miners and their employ-
ers the Boeialist party appears to gain
additional sirength. But there are
many counter movements which tend

They get plen-
ty of wholesome grub, well prepared,
have a brook to splash and bathe M,
and plenty of room to run about and
play.

Not a few of the younrsters were
lifted out of some penthole in the slums,
with its fetid alleys and fill-smelling
courts. The week or two in the coun-
try was not only -a novel experience;
It was & rebirth.

And those who may think all this is
quite ordinary, and what ever so many
bevenolent organizations are doing,
should mark the difference: The
youngsters pay their way; there I# no
taint of charity to cloud thelir pleasure.
Furthermore, they are always in the
kind of company they like.

There is no very kind and well-mean-
ing old lady around to exhibit them to
the board of directors of some chari-
table jation or soclal worker out

It Is a very simple routlne as yet.

Usurped Power of Our Courts

0. JONES

In the August number of Pearson's
Magazine appears the first article of a
series on one of the most important
subjects with which the American peo-
ple have to deal. The title of the se-
ries is ‘“The Usurped Power of Our
Courts.”

The author is Allan L. Benson, whd
is well kndwn, not only ns a maguzine
writer of great verility, but as a full-
fledged Sociallst of long standing and
the author of several pamphlets of
wide popularity among Soclalists,

The series s important from two
standpoints. In the first place, from
the paychological standpoint, it is sig-
nificant of the progress of thought
that a capitalist publication should
give over its columns to an attack upon
this most holy and sanctified of all the
bulwarks of capitallsm.

Eocialists, of course, have already fa-
miliarized themselves with many of the
ways in which courts nullify the will of
the people.

They know that a fitting motto of
captalism would be: “I c¢are not who
make the laws so long as I can render
the declsions.”

They know that we were coming to
have a government of court decislons,
by court decisions, for the capitalists,
Soclallsts, of course, were able to see
through the flimay texture of the recent
anti-trust decision.

They had no lllusions about {t. But
the great majority of the people have
been mystified by the technicalities

which they could mot fathom, and felt
that the great snd mighty Supreme
Court had somehow saved us all from a
dire fate.

But, although for some time Social-
ists have indulged in attacks upon the
court system in general and upon nu-
merous wearers of the ermine in par-
ticular, the idea now seems to be
spreading, and the result must inevi-
tably be to remove that sacred tradi-
tion of impeccabllity ‘with which -the
courts have surrounded themselves,
just as others of our outworn traditions
h..e succumbed to the scalpel of the
muckraker.

But, In the second place, Ccmrade
Benson's series of articles Is important
for the definite Information that the
SBupreme Court has not, never had, and
never was intended by the makers of
the constitution to bave the right to
review the acts of congress and nullify
them. -

This is a usurped right. On one oc-
casion cougress specifically forbade the
Supreme Court to pass upon one of Its
acts. The author goes back to original
sources and digs up mych meat for our
orthodox legal lights to digest. The re-
sult is bound to be a shaking up of
jurisprudential dry-bones and a clarl-
fication of the problem before us.

Socialists who intend to keep up with
the course of events should be in pos-
session of the facts ready to hurl them
forth at the advocates of blind respect
for judicial dignity, which turns out to
be the conflscation of power.
