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National Referendum.

A national referendum has been called
for each local to nomimate a candidate
for National Secretary of the Socialist
party, and seven members of the Na-

far as socialism is coneerned. From
various sources, however, there is suf-
ficient evidence $0o show that the so-
cialists have polled at least 15 per cent
of the vote in Montana. Two years
ago the per cent was nine and eight-
tenths, which placed Montana second on
the national list, California standing
first. The democrats have lost ground
all over the country. The eapitalists
have definitely made the republican
party the custodian of their interests.

At the present writing it looks as
though the Montana wote will be in
the neighborhood of 8,000. Two years
ago it was about 6,000, The best re-
sults have been obtained in the best or-
ganized territory. With more work the
vote could easily have reached the 10,
000 mark.

But there is another side to the evil
of “eanned musie,” as there is to the
“canned beef” Both are essentially
produced for sale, and the canned musie
bears probably even less resemblance to
the divine gift of the muses than the
Chieago product to the beef.

But let John Philip Sousa take heart
of grace, The days when men are com-
pelled to be the alaves of machines, and
submit to the ever faster driving of
their “iron masters,” are drawing to an

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TAXATION AND THE LAW,

We are in receipt at various times of
s number of articles from correspond-
ents, dealing with some sort of social
abuse, and deploring the robbery of the
people in consequence, through taxation.
Buch an argument as that, in attempt-
ing to deal with a subject from the
standpoint of socialist economics shows
a tota]l misapprehension of the essen
tial revolutionary character of the so-
eial evolution now taking place In hu-
man organization. Heavy taxes affect
the property owner. Socialism is not a
movement in behalf of property owners.
but for the abolition of private property
in & business sense. It is a movement in
behalf of the propertyless, the pro-
ducers, who are propertyless because
they are producers. Taxes high or low
make no difference to their pockets, be-
eause they have nothing to pay taxes
wpon. Indeed, the interest of the prole
tariat, of the working class, is high
taxes and heavy bonds. Thus property
is made to cough up a part of its un
justly acquired surplus, and restore it
to the workers from whom it was pur-
loined, in the shape of public conveni-
ences, better scools, libraries, gymnasi-
ums, baths and so forth. The point is
gometimes urged that the high tax
works a hardship upon the “little home™
of the working man. That objection is
growing beautifully less every year.
Eighty per cent of the American work-
ing men do not own any homes. And the
eapitalists are getting the wage system
eapitalists are getting the wake system
down to a point where it is practieally
for of them to do so.

But there has
come to be such a bitter fight among
the politicians for the luerative oppor-
tunity of controlling the government in
the interest of the capitalists, that this
minor contest has often befogged the
real issue, which is to deliver the work-
ing class helplessly into the hands of
their masters. This contest between
factions of the capitalist class has sue-
ceasfully deceived the workers, has di-
vided their allegiance and their ranks,
and deflected their minds from the only
matter of real interest to them, the en-
slavement of labor through the appro-
priation of its product. But Montana
capital is impatient. The division of
interests has kept wages high too long
in the copper state. Lower wages
means greater dividends. The repub-
lican party is the real custodian of the
interests of capitalism, and it is going
to stop fooling with any democratic
side-show. The country must be shown
who is running it without any further
subterfuges. If Montana capitalists had
they would have let Mr,
Walsh go to congress and delayed the
day of judgment. Mr. Walsh is a “good
man,” and the working class would
have been deceived longer into think-
ing the game was real. But, no—brutal-
ly. with the open, law-defying use of
untold wealth, capital has said, “Get
out of our way, we mean business now.”

The democratic party is a thing of
the past. The socialist party has moved
up to take its place as the defier of eap-
italist rule. Demoerats who have really
believed in the principles of demoeracy
will drop into the socialist party. The
issue is sharply defined.

Qomrade Boman, the Finnish organizer,
writes as follows: “Your letter to Belt
reached me too late as I had already left
Belt, I could not make the trip to Nei-
hart or rather I thought that it wouldl
not be worth while at this critieal mom-
ent to go out there as the number of
Finns there are small and are scattered
very widely. I wanted to hurry in to
Butte, as here is where agitation is most
ly needed, and the comrades here in
formed me that the election is drawing
near and that the party is going to poll
big, and they wanted me to make the
socialist votes count equal to elect the
ticket, if not the whole, the biggest end
anyhow, and that this was the place
where votes count and agitation is
needed.
