LAVER ACCISED
~OF COUNTERFEITING

DANVILLE, IIL, July 11.—~Charles
E. Brown, a prominent lawyer, at this
city, was arrested yesterday by United
States Secret Agents, D. W. Wilkie
and Thomas J. Porter, of Chicago,
and charged with counterfeiting.

In Brown's home, in a secret desk
which Mrs. Brown tearfully declared
her husband had never allowed her
to touch, and in the cellar of the resi-
dence the Becret Service men say
they found an outfit for making spur-
fous coins which they declare is the
most complete they have ever seen
and which they say cost, at least
$1,000, With the outfit was found
more than 2,000 combination silver
disks the size of a half dollar, 1,000
the size of a silver quarter, 600 of
the size of a five-dollar gold plece, and
moulda indieating that the possessor
intended also to make dimes and
nickels. No spurious coilns were
found.

The officers say they will prove that
the attorney Kad collected the $1,000
outfit with great care, covering his
tracks in évery way possible. Parts
of the outfit were bought at various
Chicago houses between June 7 and
June 13.

The attorney took his arrest calmly
until the officers asked him to open
the desk.

“My God, htis will ruin me,” he ex-
claimed as the Secret Service men
drew forth the articles they were soek-
ing.

Brown was given a hearing before
United States Commissioner Mc-
Dowell this evening, and held for ac-
tion by the Federal Grand Jury in
bonds of $5,000. His father-in-law
obtained his release.

300 LOST
INMINE

YUSOVO, Rusala, July 10 —An in-
quest into the mine explosion that
accurred last week, in which 300 men
were burned to death, revealed the
fact that the catastrophe was due to
the archalc methods of mining In
vogue in Russia and the utter absence
of inspection.

It was a well-known fact and a
matter of common knowledge that the
Rikowsky Mine, in which the explo-
sion occurred, was dangerous.

The workmen named it “The Infer-
no" because of the prevalence of
stifling gas in the workings, and they
would only consent to go down at
double wages.

The explosion itself was not of great
force, and a majority of the 300 men
who lost thelr lives were burned to
death or suffocated by afterdamp. It
would have been possible to save all
but about one dozen of these men If
propmpt measures had been taken, as
fully one hour elapsed ‘after the ex-
plosion before the flames broke out.
During this hour the resculng parties
waited with folded hands for informa-
tion as to how and where they were
to descend.

Immediately after thee xplosion the
mine engineer recklessly descended

the main shaft without a mask. He/
was overcome by the damp and
brought to the surface. He had to

be revived, after which he drew a
rough sketch of the interior of the
mine, and {t was on this that the res-
cuing parties went ahead.

REPUBLICANS WANT
CORPORATION CASH

W sPRINGS, Va. July 11.—The
new treasurer of the Republican Na-
tional Committee, George R. Sheldon.
of New York. arrived to-day for a
consultation with Mr. Taft, and In a
statement given out later the state-
ment was made that they were agreed
that every cent turned In for the na-
tional campalgn must be publicly ac-
counted for whether the money was
recelved In New York, Chicago or Cia-
cinnatl.

Publicity Is to be the keynote of
the campalgn and aglist of the con-
tributors is to be published, the
amounts recelved, the amounts ex-
pended, and in fact the entire finan-
clal activity of the campalgn Is to be
publicly accounted for.

When Mr, Bheldon was asked on
what ground corporations were to be
askod to contribute to the national
campalign he said:

“On  the same ground that you
would ask a rich man iInstead of a
poor man to contribute to any cause.
It you owned a woolen mill and the
Democratic party advocated free trade
and the Republican party stood for
protection, which party would you
contribute to? To the Republican
party, of course. That ts where the
principle affects the corporation buasl-
ness. The corporations do not cons
tribute to eampaigne to protect trusts
or monopolies, as there are no monop-
olles with the possible exception of the
Standard O1l Company."”

“The Mimic World” Scores at Casino. |

“The Mimic World” has come to the
Casino with every prospect of a good
summer's run. The chief objection to
the new Shubert musical review is

that It is too long. It needs cutting
and this will undoubtedly be done as
soon as the Jeast attractive features
can be decided upon. Already a bur-
lesque of “A Grand Army Man™ has
been eliminated and several other
numbers could well undergo the same
treatment.

There is no plot to *The Mimic
World.” It is simply a compilation of
satires of the most popular recent
plays. Among these the burlesque
of Kyrle Bellew and Margaret Illing-
ton in “The Thief,” done by Frank
Mayne and Grace Tyson, is by far the
funniest and most delicious. Bern-
stein’'s artificia! play, and the man-
nerisms of Mr. Bellew and Miss 1lling-
ton lend themselves admirably to just
the sort of fooling that Mr. Mayne and
Miss Tyson indulge in and they get
the hearfiest laughs of the evening.

Next comes a take-off on “Girls,”
with Sam Collins, Sam Sidman and
Charles Sharp imitating Sam Bernard,
Lew Fields and Joe Weber as the
“woman-haters.” This is really funny
but marred a little by unnecessary
coarseness.

“Father and the Boys,” “The Honor

Seymour Fellx, & “youthful prodigy,"”
amuses In Iimitations of George M.
Cohan, Richard Carle and other come-
dians. George W. Munroe appears
successfully dn his old specialty, this
time under the name of Miss Tiny
Daley of Chicago.

Grace Tyson carries off the honors
among the women. S8he is legitimate-
ly funny and would be more so |if
her "eye work'” were not overdone.
Irene Bentley and Lotta Faust are
Casino favorites who make the most
of their opportunities.

Clever dancing Is done by Charles,
Nellle and Mazie King and Gladys
Moore. Some of the scenes are a riot
of color and the musical numbers
“conceived and executed under the
personal direction of Ned Wrayburn"
are highly effective and do that gen-
tleman credit. The chorus gives the
Impression of being overworked,
which may be due to the strenuous
preparations for the much delayed
sew York production.

BHORTER VACATIONS
ABROAD FOR PLUTES.

Lack of dividends cut off In the
panic of last winter have deprived all
but the extremely rioh of their usual
period of vacation abroad.

According to the new issue of The
Summer Boclal Register, 1,062 fami-
lles haev gone abroad since April 1,
an compared with 773 last year, and
those who are spending thelr sum-
mers at home are forsaking the sea-
shore for mountain and other inland
resorts, Some 5,768 famlilies now
register from inland places, which is
an increase of 25 per cent. over last
year, and 2,623 familles are at the
shore, a decrease of 15 per cent.

The register shows a decrease in
forelgn residences of about ¢6 per
cent. and o proportionately larger
number of families are curtalling
their European trips this year than
last year. More people also ate liv-
ing on thelr yachts this year than did
last year, the number having Increased
from 1766 families to 1982,

It is held that the courts are
free from partisan bias or class con-
trol, and attacks on or criticisms of
these august bodies are little short of
treason. This in the face of the his-

In view of this defense of class gov-
ernment it is well to recall what the
great Charles Dickens wrote of the
United States Government when he

Surely Dickens,
who in 1842 was at the top of Eng-
lish literature, and whose great heart
went out to the poorrand lowly, and
who punctured bourgeos shams a»
few writers have, is entitled to be
{heard. And if he could pen the fol
lowing lines in 1842, what would he
cay 1f he were permitted to observe
a smgle day's session of Congress to-
day?® The following 1s taken from his
“American Notes'™:

“Did | see i this public body {Con-

gress) an assemblage of men, bound
together in the sacred names of Lib-
erty and Vreedom, and so asserting
Ithe chaste dignity of those twim god-

desses; in all their discussions, as to
exalt at once the Eternal Principles to
which their names are given, and their
own character, and the character of
their countrymen, in the admiring eyes
of the whole world? .

“1t was not a month since this same
body had sat calmly by and heard a
man, one of themselves, with oaths
which beggars in their drink reject,
threaten to cut another's throat from
ear to ear.
