$1,600 from the Callery side of the
case.

“In some way we have got to train
more workmen, To make any sub-
stantial headway in this it seems to
me that we have got to have a new
class of public schools,”" declared Dr.

N.Y. FARM COLONY
NOT A DRY PLACE

Commissioner Hebberd Aliows Friend
to Sell Liquor to Workingmen
of That Institution.

Willlam H. Davidson, the proprie-
tor of a boarding house at the New
York City Farm Colony, in New
Springfield, Staten Island, is accuscd
of selling liquors to the inmates of
that institution.

Not only the paupers, who regeive
small sums from visitors or friends
occasionally, but workmen employed
on the city’s new million-dollar tuber-
‘culosis hospital on' the poor farm
grounds,. have been able frealy to
purchase ‘liquor there, it has been
testified. i

More than that, the authority to
sell the liquor, without a license, was
granted to the man who sold it by
Robert W. Hebberd, Commissioner of
Charities and head of the whole de-
partment.

On February 4 Commissioner Bing-
ham received a letter in which the
fact ' that liquor is being sold was
revealed. The next day the Commis-
sioner sent Detectives Myers and Van-
row there, and, disgulsed as working-
men, they asked paupers and hospital
workers where they could get a
drink. :

They were directed to a boarding
house kept by Willlam H. Davidson,
who lives in Manhattan, and is said
to be a friend of Commissioner Heb-
berd. They found Davidson at the
bar, theéy testified later, and bought
two drinks of whiskey. Then they
asked for and recelved a flask of
liquor to take away with them. When
they got this they arrested Davidson.

He was taken before Magistrate
Marsh last Wednesday, and declared.
“Yes, I sold liguor there, but Com-
missioner Hebberd gave me permis-
sion to.” The hearing was then ad-
journed until Friday, so that Jir.
Hebberd might be present.

“Yes, 1 gave -this man. permission
to sell liquor,” the Commissioner sald.
“But T told him“to sell it only with
meals, and only to the workifigmen
on the hospital buildings. The con-
tractors told me they couldn’t keep

BOMB DROPPED
FROM ELEVATED

Harlem Blackmallers Working With-
out Interference on Italian
Merchants,

The itallan blackmallers who have
been Intimidating the merchants in
Harlem's  “Little Italy" .into giving
them contributions of from §6 to $10
at a time and who emphasize thelr de-
mands by dropping explosives from
olevated trains tried a little of thelr
persuasion last night for the second
ttime on Joseph Arano, who keeps &
little bakeshop In .the basement of
the building at the northwest corner

of 106th street gnd Becond ayenue:. .
An explosive. was dropped from &
train, but it missed the doorway of the
bakery and cracked the cement walk
a-few feet above-the. entrance, The
plate glass windows at 2064 and 2066
Second avenue, near by, were riddled
with holes as If by pebbles. An Itsl-
lan store across ' the btreet lost its
window entirely and Tony Calriidrinc's
grocery store at 2068 also suffered.

Arano told Captain Morris and the
detectives from the Harlem bureau
‘that he has been getting for nearly a
year letters demanding small sums of
money, just as other small merchants
have. ' He gave up for a time, but
quit about six weeks ago. About two
weeks later some one dropped a bomb
from an elevated train, and -the alm
wWas 80 good that it blew the whole
front out of the shop. Arano was
Just leaving the shop to go_ to his
apartments next door, and the bomb
almost got him.

Arano said that after this occurrence
he got more letters telling him that if
he persisted in keeping his money to
himself the next time the alm would
be a little better. He was advised that
the next attempt would be made
against his-apartments. This fright-
ened a few more contributions out of
Arano, which he left at various places
throughout the city at the dictates of
the blackmailers. . .

Active to Save Liberal

TUCSON, Ariz., Feb. 10—We packed
the Tucson Opera House Sunday
night and organized a league of fifty
members to defend Magon, Villarreal,
Rivera and Sarabla. The Mexican
Consul and his secretary told the man-
ager of the opera house mot to let us
have the house for a meeting. They
are ever watchful and know every
move we make.

When Mr. Worseley, attorney for the
Mexican patriots, engaged the opera
house everything was all right and no
objections were made, but in half an
hour he received word to call on the
manager. The latter wished to khow
what was going to be sald at the
meeting, and sald he did not want his
house pulled.

He finally promised 1t. But when
Mr. Worsely went to pay the money
on the day of the meeting the man-
ager told him that & hundred people
had stopped him on the street and
warned him that I would make an in-
cendlary speech. He refused to let
us have the house. Then Mrs. Bara-
bia and I went to hear what he had
to say.

He asked me If my remarks would
be incendiary. I replied, “Yes, if by
that you mean demanding that our
jJaws be obeyed.” He  finally took
the money for the house, and Mrs.
Barabia scored a point by asking for
& policeman to protect us from those
who might come to “make trouble.”

Firty persons warned Mr. Worseley
agrinst ing, telling him that he
is actually jeopardizsing his life by
speaking in defence of the Mexican

refugees. .

After the meeting Mrs. Sarabla said:
“Well, we are still allve and the
house wasn't pulled.”

CRONDS MANRATTAN

Miracte Play Well Sung by Cast
wnmum

By HARRY CHAPIN PLUMMER.

“Le Jongleur de Notre Dame” . (The
Juggler of Notre Dame), that quaint-
1y beautiful masterplece of Jules Mas-
senet, the French composer, was sgain
presented at the Manhattan Opera
House last night, with Miss Mary
Garden in the role of Jean, the Jug-
gler, and Maurice Renaud as Boniface,
the Abbey chef. The miracle play,
which has proven to be one of the
successful novelties. of the current
season at the Hammersteln Iinstitu-
tion, attracted a full house and lvely
applause interrupted the progress of
each of the three acts. Bapecially
was this approbation realised during
the singing by M. Renaud of the ex-
quisitely scored “Legend of the Sage-
brush.”

More than any other opera in the
French repertoire of the Manhattan
does “The Juggler” tends to demon-
strate the full and complete strength
of the male contingent of the soloist
and ensemble forces of that theater.
The vocal delivery of the principals
in the second and third acts, last
evening, was most finished In char-
acter. It is no exaggeration to say
that it was such as to cause the lis-
tener to lose sight of the fact that
an opera was in progress. Rather
did it seem that the everyday hum-
drum life of the company of abbols
was being enacted before the beholder
and that the rehearsal of the little
cholir, the monks' banter and chiding
of the erstwhile Juggler and the rubi-
cund cook's recital of the “Legend”
were but episodes in the routine ex-
istence of the Monk Poet, Monk
Painter, Monk Sculptor, Monk Musi-
clan, Prior, et al.

Cleofonte Campanini's direction of
the oréhestra was productive of ex-
cellent resuits, and the thoroughly
modern character of the score was
well demonstrated by the masterful
presantation of the multitude of color
ofuct:‘. notably those ap ing in
the brief preludes to Acts II and III,
and reourring thereafter in the course
of those sections of the opera. Re-
markably eloquent and Inapiring In
thelr significance were the instru-
mental comments upon the dramatic
development of the two acts named.

In the best of voice, M. Renaud de-
lighted {ls hearers with one of the
finest examploa of musical and his-
trionie rendition accomplished by
him this season. M. Dufranne, us
the  Prior, declaimed with dramatic
emphasis and tonal excellence, and
MM. Valles, de Segurola, Vieullle and
Crabbe sang very agreeably their re-
spective parts,

Although she put forth an effort
that was earnestness itself, Miss Gar-
don falled to invest the chief char-
acter ‘with the vocal robustness and
physical action that would be expeot-
ed of & tenor cast for the title role,
which the composer wrote for a male
voloe of that range. Not that the
