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EDMOND KELLY DEAD
AT MOUNTAIN HOME

Well Known Secialist Succumbs After
Two Years’ Battle With
Rare Disease.

NYACK, N. Y., Oect. 4. —Edmond
Kelly, the well-known soclologist and
Soclalist, died at the age of fifty-eight
years, at North Mountain, early this
morning. He was In declining health
for two years, suffering from a rarc
disease—a_ gradual impoverishmant
of the blocd, Interment is to be at
Greenwood Cemetery.

Edmond Kelly was born at Tou-
louse, Hamute-Garonne, France, May
28, 1861, He was a graduate of Co-

lumbla University, A. B. 1870, A. M,
Ll. B., 1878; Cambridge University,
M. A. 1881; Ecole de Droit, Parls, and
Licensle en Droit, 1883,

He was married first In Paris, De-
cember 19, 1880, to Miss Frances
Bartow, Hlis children are Kathleon,
born In 1882 (wife of F. J. Wylle,
Oxford, England); Shaun, born 1883,
He was married the second time on
August 22, 1906, to Edith Thuresson,
He practiced law In New York City,
1877-79; In Parly, 1879-81; New York
City, 1891.99: again in Paris, 1889-
1907; since then in New York City.

He waa the author of “Evolution
and Effort,” “Government, or Human

Evolution,” “French Law of' Mar-
riage,” *“The Elimination of the
Tramp.”

He was a member of the 25th and
27th Assembly District branch of Lo-
cal New York, Socialist party, Amer-
ican Soclalist Soclety and the execu-
tive committee of the Intercolleglate
Bocialist Soclety.

Kelly was.a contributor to The Call,
his articles mostly champloning the
opportunistic view of Sociallsm. How-

OPER SCAOOLS FOR
BN CHLDREN

Board of Education at Last Recognizes
Necessily of Teaching Poor
Unfertunates.

The Board of Education, after
great care and deliberation, finally
decided to allow the blind children of
the city to share the advantages of
public  school instruction. Five
classes were opened yesterday, three
in Manhattan and two in Brooklyn,
and for the first time in the history
of this city's school system steps
were taken to educate those whom
Fate had deprived of sight. The In-
novation is regarded with significance
by social reformers and Socialists, as
it broadens the scope of activity for
municipal or state departments, and
I‘tuchu the people the lesson of caring
collectively for the afflicted.

The classes are not large and just
& ‘few are as yet registered. ‘I'he
opening was not marked by any
speclal  arrangement, in fact, it was
done quietly and without any un-
necessary publicity, due (v tae fact,
it was explained, that the blind chil-
dren are very sensitive. The five
schools which have classes for the
blind are Nos. 20, 110 ard 186 in Man-
Tattan and Nos. 64 and 167 in Brook-
lyn,

Pathetic Introduction.

The blind children are eonly kept
together In their own class during the
period of physical training. After thau
they are sent back to their respective
grades where they mingle with the
normal children, listening to the les-
sons, and are brought back to their
teacher only for the subjects In which
sight s decessary to instruction,

The manner in which these children
were introduced to their more fortu-
nate colleagues yesterday was Indeed
touching. Here ls an illustration:

Miss Adeline E. S8impson, prinelpal
of Publle Behool No. 110, took Harry
by the hand and brought him over to
a desk, directing his hands at each
end of It. Then she took his hand
and made him touch the boy on his
right.

“Now, Marry, dar, thre is a boy
at the right of you whom you will

left whose name (s Bam. Touch them
whenever you want them; ask them
questions and speak to them whenever
you need some help or explanation.
They wi'l be very glad to help you'

The girls were standing on the street
near the shop of the Triangle Walst
Company early yesterday morning
when they were set upon and beaten
by a crowd of “Bowery ladles” and
their procurers who were acting as
scab protectors. The girls who were
beaten and then arrested were Ida
Janowitz, Fannie Eisenstadt, Anna
Held, Rose Senerowitz, Ella Sigel,
Lena Richmond, Mary Graff, Esther
Garfin, Lena Zwick and Fannie Rosen.
There were no cops In sight while the
girls were being beaten, but after they
had been brutaily kicked and dragged
around by their hair a number of cops
appeared and arrested them. No effort
was made to “orral their assailants.
