MISSOULA, Mont., Oct. 5.—Eliza-
beth Gurley Flynn-Jones, the well-
known agitator, and her husband,
John A. Jones, Fred Heslewood and
James H. Walsh, were ‘arrested last
night at the corner of Higgins avenue
and Front street, while holding an
open air meeting, charged with ob-
structing traffic and locked up in the
city jall by order of the chief of po-
lice.

The chief thing against the four
is that they are trying to organize
the workers of this city and are ex-
posing the collusion between certain
foremen and employment sharks by
which the latter are enabled to reap

big profit out of the poor slaves.

ATTACKS DEBT LAWS

McLaughlin Says Imprisonment on
Wage Execution "Is Barbarous.
ALBANY, Oct. 5.—"No person In

these days should be imprisoned for

contract,” today declared George Mc-
Laughlin, secretary of the State Com-
mission of Prisons, who, in a report
on his Inspection of the New York
County jall, condemns the practice of
committing prisoners for debt on or-
ders from a court to pay over & cer-
tain sum of money.

Under the laws of New York, a man |-

who does not pay money due to his
employes can be ordéred by the court
to pay & fixed sum, falling to do
which, he may be sent to prison. If
the debt Iis less than $500, three
months In jall purges him of the
debt. If more than $500, six months
in jall pays the debt.

“It lg Imprisonment of a man who
is unable to pay a debt which he
owes to a servant or other employe,
although he is not charged with tort
or misconduct. It Is a relic of the
old barbarous practice of Imprison-
ing people for debt. It does not af-
fect well-to-do people, because they
have property on which the execution
can be collected.

*“It falls frequently on the man of
small means who s compelled
through sickness or unavoldable cause
to employ hplp in his family, and
then on account of either the losé of
his own employment or his own house-
hold, is unable to promptly pay the
wages of his help, with the result
that he is promptly sued and put in

Dr. Cook WIII‘GIv_e American Sclen-
tists Proofs of Discovery
of North Pole.

PITTSBURG, Pa., Oct. .5.—The
(proofs that Dr. Frederick A. Cook dis-
covered the North Pole will be before
the world ‘within six months. This
annoyncement was made by the ex-
plorer on his arrival here today.

He will not ask the authorities of
the University of Copenhagen to
walve thelr prior clalm on his rec-
ords, but will turn over duplicates to

the American Geographical Society,
and will ask the University of Copen-
hagen authorities to withhold their
Judgment from the public until the
Geographical Soclety also has finighe:
its examination. This will insure a
simultaneous ennouncement, and Is
expected to bring to an end forever
the Peary-Cook controversy,

Dr. Cook declared that the state-
ment published to the effect that he
Intended to ask the Danish University
to waive their prior right to his rec-
ords in order that American sclentists
might examine them first was an error.
He declared that it was his desire that
both the American and Danish au-
thorities make their findings known
at the same time, coples.of his report
being brought to this country for ex-
amination.

The explorer was royally enter-
tained here today and lectured to-
night to a crowded house.

Says Cook Climbed Mt McKinley.

MINNEAPOLIS, Minn, Oect. 5.~
“It was a matter of common knowle
edge in Alaska that Dr. Frederiok A.
Cook had climbed to the top of Mt
McKinley. The men and guides who
were with him talked frankly of the
expedition in all the camps along the
river. His figures on the helght of
thg mountain were practically corrob-
orated In measurements made by en-
gineers on the Alaska Central Ralil-
way, and in that land where nothing is
taken for granted there was not the
least doubt that Dr. Cook had per-
formed the feat which is now brought
into controversy."
