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Writer Telis of Growth and Work
of Organized Female Workers
of England.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 14.—Bulletin
No. 83, just lssued by the Department

of Commerce and Labor, contalns an
article entitled, “The Women's Trade
Unlon Movement in Great Britain,”|
by Katherine Graves Busbey.

The writer gives a history of the
movement: and discusses its growth,
{ the obstacles to organisation of wom-
. en, the attitude of male trade unions
\ists, the results of organization, and
i the relation of women's trade unions
{to low wages and the aweating sys-|
tem, ;

From the beginning of the move-
ment in 1874, what is now known as
the Women's Trade Union League has
been the most important agency in
the development of unionism among
women in Great Britaln. This organi-
zation at present has nearly 140,000
members,

Women Unionists Grow,

As regards the comparative growth
of male and female membership In
trade unlons in recent years it is
shown that in 1896, which is the first
year for which comparative figures of
female trade union membership are
avallable, 149 unions Included women
and girls as members out of a total
of 1,302 trade unions, the female
membership at that time being 117,-
030, or 7.8 per cent of the member-
ship of all unions. |

From 18%6 to 1904 the male mem- |
bership increaesd from 1,386.70% to
1,768,767, 'or 27.6 per cent, while the
female membership rose from 117,030
to 126,285, or 7.9 per cent,

Since 1904 the percentage of gains
among male and female members has
been largely revised. In 1907 the or-
ganized women numbered 201,709, li
gain of 59.7 per cent over 1904, while
the increase in male membership, al-
though amounting to 436,370 new
members, represented a relative In-
crease of only 24.7 per cent.

Some Opposition from Men.

Among the chief obstacles to the
organization of women workers In
Great Britaln have been the tem-
porary nature of their occupations,
low wages and low standard of loving,
class distinctions, and apathy.  Male
trade unionists i the printing trades
have offered opposition on account of
the generally lower rate of wages
pald to women. As to the results ac-
complished the writer concludes that
the women's trade union movement,
through the Women's Trade Unlon
League. has accomplished much to
ward the conservation of health and
the promotion of safety among local
workera where little or no local -or-
ganization can yet be effected.

The greatest endeavor of tho lead-
ers at the present time is to secure
the extenslon of the board of arbitra-
tion prerogative to an authoritative
