In addition 1 1ts yenocidal wars against the Khoisan people.
the Dutdh East )nj\n Company also introduced chatcel slavery
at the Cape. It appears paradoxical that slavery should have
been introduced into the country by a capicalist Company.

As Lawson points out: “The key 10 this paradox lies in the
purely mercantile dhavacter of the Company's. capitalim,
that is (0 523, 3t was a capitaliom that had not yee peneirated
the field_ of production and therefore conld do little more
than extend  older systems which it found  alyeady in
existence?”

Infiltration into the Interior

Although the Duch East India Company had brought the
ongmal seulers 1o the Cape as its servants, it neither wished
nor was ic able over che period of years 1o control the steady
infiftration of the “Boers” (farmers) inco_ the interior of the
country. Their methods of cxtensive faroving ropidly ex.
hausted che soil, and armed partics of them were continually
moving castwards and norchwards in search of fresh pastures,
and undercaking carste raids against the indigenovs people.

¢ is sometmes sought 1o present these movements of the
“Trek Bocrs” a3 if they were some sort of civilizing mission.
Evencually they spread far into the interior, to Naal, the

range Free State and the Transvaal — a chaprer of history
hich is glorified by modern subscribers to_ the mystique of
ikaeer (Boer) nationalism and the cule of the Voor-
teekkers, ¢ is a theme often caken up by spologists (o pre
sent=day nco-Nazism as exemplificd by the Vorster govern-
ment. Thus the American writer Allen Druey writes: “The
achievement, a5 with the westward pioneers of America, is
impressive and moving enough in irs_own right, Jilled with
great determination, hevoism and bravery.” ©)

Bur Lawson pues it more accurately when he says; —

“The trebking movernen: had begun by the end of the 161h
censury and continued steadily Jor almost two centwyics. 1ts
peciliar character derived from the fact that it wos impelied
by poverty. This was no confident advance by a rich un
cxpanding economy; it was a furtive creeping trickle that
seemed to transplant its own poverty, ignorance and culiural
sterility wherever it wene. It stifled vather than desiroyed
the indigenous societies in its path; it brought no cconomic
advance, no civilization, only stagnation and degradation.”

Oppasition by the Xhoso

Tnvariably, Khoisan troops, cocrce
by the colonists, were sent in front of the Doer marauders on
dheir cartle raids.

Real Wer ~ Common Couse

But in 1799 chere was a real war. The oppressed Khoisan
slaves arose and made common cause with dhe Xhosas. On the
causes of this war, Governor Young wrote in 1800: “Neither
the Hottentots nov the Caffers have been the aggressors but
the savege and oppressive conduct of the Dutch Boers, more
ancivilized than the orb
In June 1799, a Commando of 300 Boers was defeated o
the casc bank of the Sundays River by 150 Xhosa and
Khoisan warriors, But this defear did not deter the white
canlethieves. By 1802, they were scealing ngain — and in this
year they captured 15,800 caule from the Xhosas.

But the Cape Colony under Dutch rule, whether of the Com-
pany or later of the Batavian Republic, was never able 1o
conguer or subdue the Xhosa people. Nor for that maver did
dhe Bocrs, despite their advantage in being armed, wich fire-
arms produced in Europe. ever succed in decisively conquer-
ing any African people in South Africa.

crs!

British ~ Ruthless Color

However, a far more formidable, merciless and destructive
power appearcd ac the Cape at the beginning of the 1961

n

cenwury. In 1806, the Colony was taken over for the second
time by British imperialists, The sporadic cale raids of the
ducted by part-ime cowboys and cactle-
thicves, were replaced by the attacks of 4 huge army of ruth
fess merecnaries enrolled by Great Dritain for the purpose of
conducting total war. In their very firse campaign against
Chief Ndlambe they ook 23,000 carte.
The Beirish appearcd as systematic and highly organized
colonizers. They serted Jarge numbers of unemployed English
familics in the Albany district of Grahamstown in the Eastern
Cape in 1820, and built forts wherever they went, manned
by full-time professional soldiers. Their object was not merely
@ steal cautle and scize land, bur to destroy the fabric of
traditional Afican socicty and convert the ribespeople into
hired Jabovrers and eustomers for British manufactures.

Fierce Xhosa Resistance

The Xhosas resiseed fiercely. Under such inspiring leaders as
che Prophec Makana, they resisied foreign conguest an
foughe for their independence against the British, and ngainst
Afriean_collsboracors such as Ngaika. In the war of 1318,
writes ER. Roux:

< there is mo doubt that the whites were the aggressors
In December of that year white troops erossed the Fith River,
The ‘legal boundary’ "of the Colony. They were joined by
some of Nggrka's followers, and Makans and Ndlambe were
forced to verreat to the forests. After buming down all the
Juts they found and capruring some 23,000 catdle, the co-
lonists retired, though firsr they shared the cattle equally
berween themclues and Niaika. Rut without concinued white
snpport, Nggika conld not hold his own. When N

and Makana attacked him once move, he was hopelessly
defeated, “Following the ivacks of their cattle as they said,
the Xhosas then crossed the Fish River and carried che war
inta the Colony.

Countless thousands perished i heroic advances
against fortresses manned by men armed with rifles and
cannon, where they had only spears.

Tn the Transvaal, the Pedi, Tewana and other people resisted
the continious attempts of the Bocr Republic to caprure dheir
land and rake thelr cartle. Indeed the Republics both of the
Teansvaal and the Orange Frec State were continvouly in
a sate of running warfarc with the various African tribes who
inhabited these territories.

Discovery of Diomonds

For some time, the British tolerated the Boers governing the
yorthern paces of South Africa, the Transvaat and the Orange
TFree State, even though—having lefc the Cape Colony origin-
ally illegally—the Bocrs wer: cechnically “rebels. There were
complaints from_philanthropists in Britain and  clsewhere
abost the bmnal ,n treatment of the ndigenous people by the
Bocrs, bur these, like most matters mmmmg South Africa,
caused liute concern in official circles

At the close of the 19th century, however, dramatic events
oceured which completely changed rhe atinde of the British
government. n, 1867, huge depsis of diamonds wers found
in Kinberloy. The area wat clamed by i ape
Colo ¢ OF 5 2y by he lesl Grioos e
who lived lh ere. However, the British managed 0 win the
legal bartle and 1o cstablish control over the diamond ficlds
a5 pare of the Cape Colony,

Ac once there was 1 rush of capital and immigeants 10 the
coun

Halt o Resistance.

In 1877 the baule of Ngcayechibi way fought between the
Xhosas and the British. Although the war dragged on for a
furcher owo years, this batele in fact ended the hundred ycars
sesistance of the Xhosas and their military poser was broken.
1n 1879 similarly, the Bapedi under Sekhukhuni were finally
defeated. The mighty Zul armies which inflicted the biggest
humiliation on the British forces in the fomous bartle of
n 1878, were finally beaten in the batle of
Ulandi in 1679. So, by 1830, all the African pooples in whac
is the Republic of South Africa today, had come under the
control of European gevesmments.

Gold — the Boer War

In 1886, gold was discovered on the Witwatersrand and all
the process of capitalise development were carsied forward
ac a fantastic speed. Expropriation of African land, poll uxes,

The British won the war. ‘The Republics of the Orange Free

between the British imperialises and the Bocrs.

Oppression

The old Boee Republcan palicy towards the African people
was endorsed. cods d for joint Anglo-Bax
oppression of e omahin ymykz In the years afier the
Treaty of Vereeniging, discussions were d concerning ‘he
possibility of establishiug 2 single state uniting all th
Eoloiss . Sowh Aftes. Evencoally a South ‘Aian. Cogt
vention was called whidh laid the basis for the formation, in
1910, of the Union of South Africa. The non-white people
were completely ignored and lefe oue of these discussions and
negotiations, The African people bad no hand whatsoever in
the sering up of the stac: now known as the Republic of
South Africa.

The way to the military conquest of Southern Africa had
becn paved by white traders and missionaries. The  tribal
¢ of African societics was not suf-

smperialism armed with m
various African peoples weee disunited. They never suceceded
in establishing a common front against the invader,

Moshoeshoe indeed egvisaged the need for such a front, He
