backrround, they do what they please and become arrogant. They turn
creedy the moment they see "power" and reveal their true self. They
purposely confuse the boundary line between the revolutionary and the
counter-revolutionary, and between the friend and the foe. They call
tieir foe as friend, and form a holy &lliance with the enemies and
the. conservatives, They rutilessly attack the revolutionary comrades
and plzy politics. Assuming a "noller-than-thou” attitude, they
accuse oviiers for being "illesal" or "partial," and want to "smash"
and "reorganize." They spread rumors and start troubles, indulce in
violence, end lose thelr revolutionary quality of the past. They
demasze the greabt unity and sreat power seizure of the revolutiona-
ries, endanver the great proletarian cultural revolution, enhance
the prestize of the bourzeoisie, and reduce lie morale of the prole-

Tiie power struzsle in the Public liealth ldnistry is still raz-
in3. In the ministry courtyard, the small handful of headmen against
the pover seizure, supported by the remnant forces of the conserva-
tives, are ready to continue thelr figit azainst the revolutionary
rebels adhering to tile zeneral direction of the struzgle. ¥e must
tell you: Do not be misled by the overlords. 3e intelligent enouzh
to retrace your stens from tlie wrong patli, return to the revolution-
ary revel raks, and adiere to thie general direction of the struggle.
