HAUL OUT TiE RINGLEADGSRS AGATHST
TiE POJER SEIZURE

On 17 January, 11 revolutionary rebel organizations of the

public health system in Pekinz united and selzed the power of tihe city
overjords. It was a tiwunderbolt wiich shook the entire public health
system. The revolutionary rebels loudly applauded the power selzure.
Deenly resentful and fearful of the power seizure, a small handiul of
individuels stirred up a counter-current and blew an evil wind, and
launciied a rectless attack on the 11 revolutionary rebel orzaniza-
tions. They shouted at the top of thelr lunzs: "The power selzure
of 17 Jznuary was sourlous; it was 'monarchism;'" "the power seizure
committee i3 1ile:zl." They slaniered many revolutionary rehels as
"{lie spurious leftwinz of T'ao Chu and Sun Cheng (1327 2°73)" and
"bouzht by T'ao and Sun.”" They sneclally turned the speariiead of
attack on the fNed Rebel Corps of the Pudlic Health lMinistry, and
slanderel it as the "private tool manufactured by Sun Shen:;," "monar-
cilsts," "imperial forces," '"military police," and "bastards," curs-
inzg it with 511 the vicious epithets they could find and wishing to
destroy iv ©y one hamer blow. The rumors, slanders, curses, ani
sihiouts lormed an insane "great chorus against the power selzure."
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The "Triple Alliance' amzainst the Power Jelzure

The star performers ol this great chorus against the power
seizure were tre "8.18" of the Tekinz Medical Colleze, the Joint
lleadouarters of the Revolutionary Febel Teams of the Public leal.ih
inisiry Orzans, and the Tunr-fanr-hunz (Zast-Is-Red) Commune,
formine the "triple ~lliance." Tirst, let us see Jjust what kind of
merchandise is tils "trinle alliance."

The Joint Tleadquarters of the Revolutionary Rebels was a
product of the first zreat counter-attack of the "monarcihiic" forces
of thie Public ileAlth Ministry after T'ao Chu was exposed. The Revo-
lutionary Rebel Corps, which is the backbone of the Joint headquar-
ters, is composed of "monarchist soldiers" -- a hybrid of the former
Cr:zar Ned Guard, Due to its adherence to the wrong line, it was on
the verge of disintegration.

They served as the vanruard to suppress the re-
volution in the "E.26" a2nd '"11.2" incidents, end refuse to admit
Uiieir mistake even now, 'hen tlie Red Rebel Corps attecked and over-
threw the Or:ian Cultural evolution and the Red Guard, whicih were the
"monarchic" tools, they came to their defense. Yet now, they have
chiznzed comnletely itielr "gentle and mild" mammer of the past. Vith
a sreat insanity, they shot the "bullets" of hate at the Red Rebel
Jorps, thus Iully exposing themselves as a great conzlomeration of

"Uriuc leltwin," agitated a group of comrades whio were ignorant of
tie rutnn to withdraw from the Red Rebel Corps and form the Tung-
Jenz-imn Commune, Aand became a "big fisia" caughit by the Peking Medi-
ca 5.19. The morent they withdrew from the Red Rebel Corps, they
reviled 1t, produced a batch of larse-letter posters and the so-
called "inside material" as the “"presentation gift" to the Peking
lfedical 8.18 and the Joint leadquarters. Thus the small handful of
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ieadien of tle Tun:-feni-lmng Cormune stepped on the shoulcers of the
revoiutionary rebels to become political speculators.

ilow did tie sponsor of the "triple alliance," 1. e., the Pe-
wing ledical 8.103, sot tomether with its two partners? In Lecember
last vear, after the exposure of T'ao Chu, tiie Peking ledical 8.1.0,
resentlul for Leling "ijmored" for severzl months, and concelited for
teins the "anti-T'so revolutionary,”" swazzered into the lublic iiealth
Ninistry azain, To gain sunremacy, they did not hesitate at split-
ism and attacked tiie revolutionary rebels. Tley found excuses, and
effected the split when the liaison station of the ministry of tle
overi.ords wes burned. Tiey sent men to inliltrate the varlous combat
tearis of the ed Rebel Corps, collect information, and promote coun-
ter-revolutionary activities., They flirted with the Joint lieadguar-
~_ters and collected from it "data" on the Red Rebel Corps. At the
"1,17 pover seizure," they realized that they were not in a position
to core out on ton. Therefore, on ground that the action was prema-
ture, they refused to joln in, liowever, they immediately saw that,
vy so doinj, they went asainst the general direction of the strusilie,
widica was a gre=t stratesic blunder. Turning their embarrassment
into anzer, tiiey suddenly started the propaganda machine and launched
an adttacik azzinst the Red Revel Corps. Their scheme was to onen a
brezcia through tlie Red Rebel Corps, in order to sabotage the victory
ol tie "1.17 power selzure," cdestroy the power seilzure cormittee,
diccredlt suchi revolutionary revels as tihe Red Flag of the Medical
Universiy, end nonopolize the power of the Public ilealth Ministry.

Yo.0 are thie backstasze bosses of tils "triple alliance?" And
wio the backstaze directors of tihie "antl-power seizure great cliorus?"
They are none other than Chi'ien Ilsin-chuns (6925 0207 1013), Ts'ui I-
ttien (1503 5030 37LL), and luang Shu-tse (7505 2035 0L63), the over-
lords tiiemselves. They are thie capitalist authoritarians usurping
the Public Fealth Ministry.

For more than a decade, the reactionary Ch'ien, Iuang, and

(7115 2U2l 03L2), one of the originators of the Red Rebel Corps,
Cia'len i{sin-cihung said maliclously: '"Jioever picked by Sun Cheng as
a2 leftwin: is a leftwinz." Ts'ul I-t'ien was even more blunt. le
szid: "3un Cheny promoted Ch'en lMing-kuang as a leftwing... The Red
Zebel Corns 1s controlled by Sun Chengy; therefore, it is for him."
Not lon: aster these words, a combat team of the Joint leadaquarters,
on ¢ January, posted big slozans stating that "the Red Rebel Corps was
manulactured by Sun Cheng singlehandedly;" that "it is a tool." For
the past month or more, tie Peking lledical 8.18 and the Joint Head-
quarters, in line with this tune, san; their chorus in unison and
manulactured innumerable rumors to substantiate the view of Ch'ien
and Ts'ui. It was truly painstaking!

The Consniracy of the New Year's Day Conference

While Ch'len Hsin-chung called the tune, Huang Jau-tse prompt-
1y supplied the material., Cooperating with the Joint Headquarters
inseniously, Iuang Shu-tse, the cunning fox, supplied "ammunition" to
thie "monarchists" to attack the Red Rebel Corps under the guise of

rticipation in the conlecrence for the responsible persons and revo-

Ciu on Yew Year's Dav, and accused Cn'en Ming-kuanz for accepting
oribery from T'ao and Sun. It has now been,clarified that jiuanc Shu-
tse's "handing over problems" to the Joint Headquarters was a care-
ley conotructed runor; that the conference cslled by T'ao Chu was
zeld in his office, and not in "T'ao Chu's house," as maintained by
;usny hu— tse; that eizhit ministerial revolutionary rebel delegates
autc*wed, and not "just those in Fducation Ministry wio were not

2srainst T'ao Chu and Chi'en Ming-kuans," as maintained by luanz Shu-
tse; that T'ao Chu shook hands with every participant, and not just
With Ch'en lidng-kuang who was presented to T'ao Chu by Sun Cheng, as
maintained by iuang Shu-tse; thet, at the conference, Ch'en ling-
Kuanz moved from a backrow seat to a corner of the table, and he was
ot "asked by T'ao Chu to sit next to him," as maintained by iluang
Sliu-tse; that, at the conclusion of the conference, Ch'en Ming-kuanz
Tode in Sun Cheng's car to the bus station to go home, and it was not
t,ru:, that "3un Cheng's car stopped alter a few meters," as maintained
Ty !uanc Shu-ise -- insinuating that Sun and Ch'en again returned to
T'zo Chu's "home." TIHuang Shu-tse purposely exaggerated, fabricated,
and distorted the details. Iils intent was extremely evil. He pur-
"WoseWy wanted to incite the conservatives apainst Ch'en Ming-kuang
xnid the Rad Rebel Corps. As the matters developed, the Joint ilead-

auarters velieved his words and ennounced everywhere: “Sun Cheng
took Ch'en !Hing-xuang in ids car to T'ao Chu's house and presented
im to Tr'ao Ciu. They shook hands. ile even had dinner in T'ao Chu's
house." Adding color and sound, and creatinz a storm in the city,
t‘.:ey hoodvinked the nalve. This duet of yours was truly "exquisitel"
r{owrever, once coming into contact witli the facts, the fable fabricat-
ed by you m.u.ecuately vanished 1like a soap bubble. Instead, your
derk scheme against the Red Rebel Corps was exposed completlely.

Sinother "Trumn Card!

In the "1,2.7 powcr seilzure,” Ch'ien iisin-chunz produced ano-
Tler "trump c~ru. On 1.5 Jnnuhry, Chten lMing-kuang and 14 Chili-hsueh
CL717 3807 1221), the oricinators of the Red Rebel Corps, and four
Red Rerel ,o”vs warriors looked un Sun Chens, Ch'ien lisin-cliunz, and
ch'in Jan (IuLO 3595) and questioned and criticized thom on the issue
of tackiin: the revolution and promoting nroduction, Ch'ien lisin-
chuns surrentitiously telephoned Ts'ui I-t'ien and falsely reported
Jiinz-kuang came to discuss tlie problem of handinz over

conirol and seizing power., After the "l1.,17 power seizure,'" the Joint
ileadcuarters and the Teking lMedical 3.18, followinz the tune set by

Cii'ien llisin-chungz, immediately shouted that "the Red Rebel Corps and



Sun Cheng and Ch'ien Iisin-chung formed the conspiracy of spurious
power seizure and genuine counter-attack." Any clear-eyed person
will see that, at the scene on 15 January, the overlords were the
only ones present besides the Red Rebel Corps warriors, If the over-
lords conspired to stase a spurious power seilzure, would they them-
selves have revealed the contents of the "secret talk?" If this was
not a great conspiracy against tlie power seizure directed by Ch'ien
iisin-cliung, wihat else could it be?

The "monarchic!" elemcnts of the Joint Headquarters of Revolu-
tionary Rebels danced to the baton of the overlords. The overlords
composed the tune, and they sang the chorus. The overlords manufac-
tured the rumors, and they spread them. It is not surprising. The
"3,18," which considered itself as revolutionary, associated with the
Joint lleadquarters of Revolutionary Rebels, and served as the tools
and the bouncers of the overlords. Are you not ashamed of yourselves?
It is time for you to check your horses at the hanging cliff?

The anti-power seizure "tripple alliance" must be thoroughly
smasiied and its backstage bosses completely hauled out. Kick aside
thie stumbling blocks and thoroushly prosecute the revolution! Defend
even till death M=20 Tse-tung's thinking and his revolutionary line,
and the proletarian dictatorship!
