[Text] The question of work assignment is a problem common to college as well as secon-
dary and primary school graduates, Suitable arrangements made in a timely manner to
assign work to graduate students are extremely significant politically.

It will be necessary to vigorously grasp the struggle beftween the tuo
lines to successfully accomplish the task of giving graduates work assignments.

The 2rux of the struggle between the two lines in the task of work assignment is
whether one should Join tire worker-peasant masses, endure the sweat and dirt of
labor, and become a cultured laborer, or be attached to cities and homes, dicker
ove: position and wages, and single-mindedly strive to become an intellectual
aristocrat who is above the laboring masses.

Currently, the central link in the work of implementing the general orientation

of this tasls, the editorial continues, is the strengthening of the work on political
and ideological education. This central link includes vizorously running Mao Tse-
tung's thought study classes using "combat self-interest, repudiate revisionism" as
a guiding principlie, and carrying out class education through recollection of past
sufferings and meditation on present blessings.

It also includes tiie unfolding of a revolutionary great criticism and repudiation
canpaign to discredit the bourgeois rcactionary line in the work of assigning
sracduates to various Jobs, to help students see more clearly that "self" 1is the
poisonous root of revisionism, to aid them .n recognizing the reactionary nature
and hariuful effect on self-interest, to cle¢ nse away such poisonous concepts of
thie exploiting class as “superior scholars...p wins official positinn® and "where
is nothing superior to a scholar," to raise the strugzle against self-interest
and for public interest to the level of the strugzie between the two lines, to
encourage the students to discharge their duties and responsibilities well until
the very end of their stay in school, and actively participate in the school's
great proletarian cultural revolution, and to be ready to respond immediately to
the call of the fatheriand and go wherever they are needed.

wWork assigrment is an extremely important, difficult, and complicated task.
Leadership groups must be established immediately for this purpose. If we attach
enough 1importance to this work ildeologically, and link it up tightly with the curtrent
and central tasks of the class struggle, 1t can be done successfully.
