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We , the broad poor and lower -middle -peasants , are of the opinion that the great
alliance is a must at present , without which our work of grasping revolution and
stimulating production would be adversely affected . Therefore we wish to make an
earnest appeal to both factions to overthrow factionalism , strengthent the party
spirit , and drag out the behind - the -scenes manipulators with the aim of realizing
the great alliance .

In connection with the above -mentioned letter , WEN HUI PAO also carries an editor's
note , which reads :
